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Procedures for the Issuance of a Permit for the Provision of Regular Ship Transport Services and a Permit for the Application of a Simplified Transit Procedure, when Performing Transport by Sea
Issued pursuant to Section 4, 
Paragraph three of the Customs Law
I. General Provisions
1. This Regulation prescribes the procedures for the issuance of a permit for the provision of regular ship transport services and a permit for the application of a simplified transit procedure, when performing transport by sea.
2. A permit for the provision of regular ship transport services and a permit for the application of a simplified transit procedure, when performing transport by sea, shall be issued by the State Revenue Service.
3. In order to acquire a permit for the provision of regular ship services, a shipping company shall comply with the conditions for acquiring a permit prescribed by Article 313.b of Commission Regulation (EEC) No 2454/93 of 2 July 1993 laying down provisions for the implementation of Council Regulation (EEC) No 2913/92 establishing the Community Customs Code (hereinafter – Regulation No 2454/93).
4. In order to acquire a permit for the application of a simplified transit procedure, when performing transport by sea, a shipping company shall comply with the conditions for acquiring a permit determined in Regulation No 2454/93.
5. A permit for the application of a simplified transit procedure, when performing transport by sea, may only be acquired by a shipping company which has acquired a permit to provide regular ship transport services.
II. Acquiring of a Permit for the Provision of Regular Ship Transport Services
6. In order to acquire a permit for the provision of regular ship services, a shipping company shall submit an application to the State Revenue Service in accordance with the conditions of Article 313.b of Regulation No 2454/93, indicating the number of copies of the permit required.
7. Following the examination of the application referred to in Paragraph 6 of this Regulation the State Revenue Service shall forward the application and the copies of the documents appended thereto to the central customs authorities of the involved European Union Member States (hereinafter – Member States) for the provision of an opinion in accordance with the conditions of Article 313.b of Regulation No 2454/93. 
8. If the State Revenue Service has not received an opinion from the central customs authorities of the involved Member States or an opinion without objections has been received, the State Revenue Service shall, in accordance with the conditions of Article 313.b of Regulation No 2454/93, issue a permit for the provision of regular ship transport services to the shipping company (in one or more copies according to the request by the shipping company). The State Revenue Service shall take a decision regarding the refusal to issue a permit if an opinion with objections has been received from the central customs authorities of the involved Member States or the shipping company does not comply with the conditions of Article 313.b of Regulation No 2454/93. 
9. If there are amendments to the conditions of utilisation of the permit referred to in Paragraph 8 of this Regulation, the State Revenue Service shall, based on a application by the shipping company, make the relevant corrections or take a decision regarding refusal to make the corrections.
10. The State Revenue Service shall cancel a permit for the provision of regular ship transport services if the shipping company does not comply with the conditions for issuing a permit determined in Article 313.b of Regulation No 2454/93 or violates the conditions for utilisation of the permit.
III. Acquiring of a Permit for the Application of a 
Simplified Transit Procedure, when Performing Transport by Sea
11. In order to acquire a permit for the application of a simplified transit procedure, when performing transport by sea, a shipping company shall submit an application to the State Revenue Service in accordance with Article 374 of Regulation No 2454/93.
12. A shipping company shall indicate the simplified transit procedure level in accordance with Articles 447 and 448 of Regulation No 2454/93, as well as the number of copies of the permit required.
13. Following the examination of the application referred to in Paragraph 11 of this Regulation the State Revenue Service shall forward the application and the copies of the documents appended thereto to the central customs authorities of the involved Member States for the provision of an opinion in accordance with the conditions of Article 448 of Regulation No 2454/93. 
14. If the State Revenue Service has not received an opinion from the central customs authorities of the involved Member States or an opinion without objections has been received, the State Revenue Service shall, in accordance with Article 376 of Regulation No 2454/93 issue a permit for the application of a simplified transit procedure, when performing transport by sea, to the shipping company (in one or more copies according to the request by the shipping company). The State Revenue Service shall take a decision regarding the refusal to issue a permit if an opinion with objections has been received from the central customs authorities of the involved Member States or the shipping company does not comply with the conditions of Article 373 of Regulation No 2454/93. 
15. A permit for the application of a simplified transit procedure, when performing transport by sea, shall be cancelled by the State Revenue Office, if the shipping company does not comply with the conditions for issuing a permit determined in Article 373 of Regulation No 2454/93 and this Regulation or violates the conditions for utilisation of the permit.
IV. Closing Provision
16. Cabinet Regulation No 1003 of 27 December 2005, Procedures by which Permits for the Provision of Regular Ship Transport Services and Permits for the Utilisation of Simplified Transit Procedures are Issued (Latvijas Vēstnesis [Official Gazette of the Government of Latvia], 2005, No 210) is repealed.
