Regulation No.64 
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Regulations Regarding the State Fee for the Legalisation of Public Documents
 

Issued pursuant to

Section 5 of the Law On Document Legalisation 

 

1. These Regulations prescribe the amount of the State fee for the legalisation of public documents and the procedures for the payment of the State fee.

 

2. The State fee for the legalisation of public documents: 

2.1. within 10 working days - LVL10; and

2.2. urgently (within two working days) – LVL 20.

 

3. The State fee for the legalisation of public documents for a person to which the document relates, if the document is submitted in person or by the intermediation of a spouse, relative (to the third degree) or in-law (to the second degree):

3.1. for a natural person:

3.1.1. within 10 working days – LVL 5;

3.1.2. urgently (within two working days) - LVL10.

3.2. for pensioners and politically repressed persons, first and second group disabled persons, as well as persons who have been recognised as needy in accordance with regulatory enactments, on showing the respective certificate of pension, politically repressed person, first or second group disabled person or the relevant documents confirming the fact:

3.2.1. within 10 working days - LVL1.50; and

3.2.2. urgently (within two working days) – LVL 3.

 

4. If the State fee is collected by the diplomatic and consular representations of the Republic of Latvia in the respective foreign currency, the equivalent rate of the State fee shall be determined in the respective foreign currency in accordance with the Cabinet Regulations regarding the amount of the State fee and payment for consular services in lats and in foreign currency.

 

5. The State fee for the legalisation of public documents shall be paid by a person in the full amount, handing over the document for legalisation. If a decision is taken regarding the refusal to perform the legalisation of public documents, the State fee shall not be repaid.

 

6. Exemption from payment of the State fee shall be in accordance with the international agreements binding on the Republic of Latvia or in the interests of the State. A decision regarding exemption from payment of the State fee shall be taken by the Director of the Consular Department of the Ministry of Foreign Affairs or an official authorised thereby.

 

7. Cabinet Regulation No. 443 of 28 December of 1999 Regulations Regarding the State Fee for Certification of Authenticity of Documents (Latvijas Vēstnesis [The official Gazette of the Government of Latvia], 1999, No. 446/451; 2002, No.97) is repealed.
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
