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I. General Provisions
1. This Regulation prescribes the procedures for the establishment and management of micro-reserves, their conservation, as well as determination of micro-reserves and their buffer zones.
2. If a micro-reserve is established in any of the specially protected nature territories, the norms governing the conservation and management of a specially protected nature territory shall be applicable in addition to this Regulation.
II. Determination of Micro-reserves
3. The species of specially protected mammals, amphibians, reptiles, invertebrates, vascular plants, moss, algae, lichen, and fungus for the conservation of which micro-reserves may be established are specified in Annex 1 to this Regulation.
4. The species of specially protected birds for the conservation of which micro-reserves may be established and the areas of micro-reserves provided for them are specified in Annex 2 to this Regulation.
5. The species of specially protected fish for the conservation of which micro-reserves may be established at their spawning places are specified in Annex 3 to this Regulation.
6. Biotopes for the conservation of which micro-reserves may be established are specified in the laws and regulations regarding the types of specially protected biotopes.
7. The areas of micro-reserves for the conservation of specially protected species of animals, plants, fungus, lichen, algae (except for birds, fish and other species living in water courses and water reservoirs) and biotopes shall be determined according to the habitats of these species and the area of the location of biotopes within the limits of 0.1–30 hectares.
8. Micro-reserves for the conservation of spawning places of specially protected fish species and specially protected animal species living in water courses and water reservoirs, as well as fresh water biotopes shall be determined for individual river sections in the length of not more than five kilometres and in the area of not more than 20 ha, and parts of lakes or lakes in the area of not more than 20 ha.
9. The Nature Conservation Agency, the State Forest Service, and the Ministry of Agriculture (hereinafter each – the responsible institution) shall be responsible for the establishment of a micro-reserve according to its competence and in accordance with an opinion of a certified expert in the relevant field of conservation of species and biotopes (hereinafter – the expert):
9.1. the Nature Conservation Agency shall determine micro-reserves, including micro-reserves in the nature reserves and national parks specified in laws, except for the cases referred to in Sub-paragraphs 9.2 and 9.3 of this Regulation;
9.2. the State Forest Service shall determine micro-reserves on forest lands outside the nature reserves and national parks specified in laws;
9.3. the Ministry of Agriculture shall determine micro-reserves at the spawning places of specially protected fish species.
10. A buffer zone may be determined for a micro-reserve which is determined for individual specially protected bird species. The buffer zone in the relevant area shall be determined for micro-reserves of the following species:
10.1. in the area of up to 500 hectares (including the territory of the micro-reserve) around the mating centre of the capercaillies. The mating centre shall be determined by the expert in the field of conservation of the relevant species and accurately indicated in the micro-reserve application questionnaire;
10.2. in the area of up to 300 hectares (including the territory of the micro-reserve) for the nests of a spotted eagle, white-tailed eagle, and golden eagle;
10.3. in the area of up to 100 hectares (including the territory of the micro-reserve) for the nests of a black stork, nests of an osprey, eagle owl, peregrine falcon, lesser spotted eagle, black kite, red kite, northern goshawk, short-toed eagle, European roller, and stock dove.
11. A buffer zone which is up to 30 metres wide may be determined for micro-reserves that have been established in order to conserve springs and spring fens, deciduous swamp forests, alluvial banks, and flood-plain forests rich in minerals, as well as other forest biotopes with an increased level of humidity.
III. Procedures for Establishing Micro-reserves
12. A proposal regarding establishment of a micro-reserve may be submitted to the responsible institution by any person in writing by filling in the first part of the questionnaire for the application and inventory of a micro-reserve of specially protected species and biotope (Annex 4) to which the foreseeable territory of the micro-reserve represented in graphic or digital form in the scale of 1:5000 or 1:10 000 is attached. Upon submitting the first part of the questionnaire for the application and inventory of a micro-reserve of specially protected species and biotope, the person may attach the second part of the questionnaire for the application and inventory of a micro-reserve of specially protected species and biotope prepared by an expert which shall include the information prepared regarding the territory of the planned micro-reserve.
13. The responsible institution shall check whether the territory of the planned micro-reserve does not overlap with an already existing territory of a micro-reserve or a specially protected nature territory the provisions for conservation and use of which ensure conservation of the relevant species or biotope (species or biotope for which the micro-reserve is planned). The responsible institution shall evaluate the permitted use of land provided for in the spatial plan or local plan of the local government in the potential territory of the micro-reserve. If the territories overlap, the expert who evaluates the need for the planned micro-reserve shall be informed thereof.
14. If an expert opinion is not attached to the proposal regarding establishment of a micro-reserve, the responsible institution shall, within 15 working days after receiving a proposal for establishment of a micro-reserve, request an opinion from the expert in the relevant group of biotopes, species, or group of species regarding the species and biotopes existing in the territory of the planned micro-reserve, entering into a mutual agreement. The responsible institution shall attract an expert for preparation of the opinion and ensure him or her with the information at its disposal and cartographic reference regarding the territory referred to in the proposal regarding establishment of a micro-reserve.
15. The expert shall perform an on-site check and submit an opinion to the responsible institution the content of which conforms to the laws and regulations in the field of conservation of species and biotopes, as well as a digital cartographic scheme of the micro-reserve in the form of vector data (in the form of .gml, .dwg, .dxf, .dgn or .shp files) in the LKS-92-TM coordinate system. The expert shall include the evaluation referred to in Paragraph 13 of this Regulation in the opinion.
16. If the territory of the planned micro-reserve cannot be evaluated due to the biological cycle of the species or biotope:
16.1. the responsible institution shall, in accordance with the procedures laid down in the Administrative Procedure Law, inform the submitter of the proposal for establishment of a micro-reserve regarding extending the time period for taking of a decision to establish a micro-reserve;
16.2. the expert shall perform an on-site check during the active vegetation period or during the breeding period of the corresponding species and provide an opinion within 20 working days.
17. The responsible institution shall, within 15 days after recommendations of an expert or, if necessary, of another specialist which support the establishment of a micro-reserve have been received, send the information at its disposal characterising the micro-reserve to be established to the local government and the land owner or, if none, to the lessee who has acquired the right of lease in accordance with Section 25, Paragraph two of the Law on Completion of the Use of State and Local Government Property Privatisation and Privatisation Certificates (hereinafter – the lessee), and the legal possessor in whose property establishment of the micro-reserve is planned. The local government and the land owner or, if none, the lessee or legal possessor shall, within 30 days from the day of receipt of the notification, provide an opinion to the responsible institution on the proposal for establishment of a micro-reserve (the reasonableness of establishing a micro-reserve, the area occupied, the location). Upon taking a decision to establish a micro-reserve, the responsible institution shall evaluate the opinion of the local government and the land owner or, if none, the lessee or legal possessor and the social and economic interests of significance to the society.
18. If the external borders of a micro-reserve and its buffer zone are determined without surveying border crossing points (the coordinates of border crossing points have been calculated without an on-site surveying), deviations of borders within the limits of accuracy of the scale of the map according to the description of borders and actual borders existing in nature shall be permitted until accurate surveying of the external border of the micro-reserve and its buffer zone.
19. The State Land Service shall, in accordance with the procedures laid down in the laws and regulations, on the basis of a mutual agreement, issue such data of the National Real Estate Cadastre Information System to the Nature Conservation Agency in online mode which are necessary for the establishment and maintenance of a State register of micro-reserves, and also specially protected species, their habitats, and specially protected biotopes.
20. A micro-reserve for the conservation of specially protected bird species shall be established, if there are circumstances appropriate for nesting or mating of a capercaillie corresponding to the requirements of the relevant species around the territory of nests populated at least once during the last five years or mating places of a capercaillie (permanent forest territory conditioned by the natural circumstances in which capercaillies are gathering during the breeding period).
21. A micro-reserve for the conservation of specially protected species of mammals, birds, amphibians, reptiles, invertebrates, vascular plants, moss, algae, lichen, and fungus and specially protected biotopes may be established in alleys, tree rows, parks, and squares (including in parks and squares in villages and towns, manor parks and dendrological plantings), if the conditions for the conservation and management of a micro-reserve are not in contradiction with the specific nature of the particular alley, tree row, park, or square (for example, history, planning of the park, planned reconstruction of the park) and recommendations which have been recognised as necessary by another specialist, as well as are not in contradiction with the instructions issued by the State Inspection for Heritage Protection (if the object is a State cultural monument).
22. In the cases referred to in Paragraph 21 of this Regulation the responsible institution shall, within 15 working days after receipt of an expert opinion, request another specialist to provide an opinion on conservation of the planned micro-reserve and conformity of the management conditions thereof with the specific nature of the particular alley, tree row, park, or square.
23. A micro-reserve shall not be established:
23.1. in exploitation, sanitary and safety protection zones and objects for which the relevant protection zone has been specified, if the requirements for conservation and management of the micro-reserve are in contradiction with the purposes of establishing the protection zone;
23.2. in the building territories with built-up infrastructure indicated in the spatial development planning documents of local governments;
23.3. in the industrial, transport infrastructure, technical building territories and engineering supply objects specified in the spatial development planning documents of local governments;
23.4. on structures and in structures;
23.5. in cemeteries.
24. Micro-reserves for habitats of specially protected species of mammals, birds, fish, amphibians, reptiles, invertebrates, vascular plants, moss, algae, lichen, and fungus shall not be established, if it is indicated in the opinion of the expert that:
24.1. the habitat of the abovementioned species will not preserve for a long time also by ensuring the status of a micro-reserve and appropriate management thereto;
24.2. the presence of specially protected species in this place is occasional by nature which is proved by the fact that only separate individuals of the species are detected in a biotope not characteristic and appropriate for them or the abovementioned species has escaped from a garden.
25. Micro-reserves for the conservation of specially protected biotopes shall not be established if:
25.1. the specially protected biotope is degraded and existence of the respective specially protected biotope in the current circumstances is not sustainable;
25.2. the presence of the particular species of the specially protected biotope in the territory is occasional by nature which is proved by the fact that only a separate individual of such species has been found on an inconstant substrate which is located in the biotope in which, in general, there are no signs or elements of the structure of the biotope ecologically appropriate for the species and other species characteristic to the biotope have not been detected.
26. A micro-reserve for specially protected spawning places of fish species shall not be established at lamprey weir sites.
27. The responsible institution shall, within two months from the moment of informing the local government and the land owner or legal possessor, take a decision:
27.1. to establish a micro-reserve, specifying the conservation and management requirements, the location and area in the decision;
27.2. to extend the time period for taking of a decision, except for the case referred to in Sub-paragraph 16.1 of this Regulation;
27.3. to reject the proposal for establishing a micro-reserve;
27.4. to review the proposal for establishing a micro-reserve (for example, changing of the planned border, management measures).
28. The responsible institution shall send a decision to establish a micro-reserve or a decision to refuse to establish a micro-reserve, or the information referred to in Sub-paragraph 27.2 or 27.4 of this Regulation to the submitter of the proposal for establishment of a micro-reserve, the land owner or legal possessor, the local government, and the expert. A questionnaire for the application and inventory of a micro-reserve of specially protected species and biotope with a conclusion of the expert which includes information regarding the individual management and conservation requirements of a micro-reserve shall be attached to the decision to establish a micro-reserve.
29. After receipt of a decision to establish a micro-reserve the land owner or legal possessor shall inform lessees or users of land, if any, regarding the micro-reserve established and provide information regarding the individual management and protection requirements for the micro-reserve.
30. The State Forest Service shall, within 15 working days, inform the Nature Conservation Agency regarding a micro-reserve established in forest land outside the nature reserves and national parks specified in laws and the Ministry of Agriculture – regarding a micro-reserve established at the spawning places of specially protected fish species by sending electronically a filled-in questionnaire for the application and inventory of a micro-reserve of specially protected species and biotope (Annex 4), a decision to establish a micro-reserve, as well as other information at its disposal characterising the micro-reserve and a cartographic scheme of the micro-reserve (in the form of .gml, .dwg, .dxf, .dgn or .shp files).
31. The Nature Conservation Agency shall inform the State Forest Service regarding a micro-reserve established in forest land in the nature reserves and national parks specified in laws by sending electronically a filled-in questionnaire for the application and inventory of a micro-reserve of specially protected species and biotope (Annex 4), a decision to establish a micro-reserve, as well as other information at its disposal characterising the micro-reserve and a cartographic scheme of the micro-reserve (in the form of .gml, .dwg, .dxf, .dgn or .shp files).
32. The Nature Conservation Agency shall inform the Rural Support Service regarding a micro-reserve established in land used for agriculture by sending electronically a filled-in questionnaire for the application and inventory of a micro-reserve of specially protected species and biotope (Annex 4), a decision to establish a micro-reserve, as well as other information at its disposal characterising the micro-reserve and a cartographic scheme of the micro-reserve (in the form of .gml, .dwg, .dxf, .dgn or .shp files).
33. The Ministry of Agriculture shall inform the State Environmental Service regarding a micro-reserve established at the spawning places of specially protected fish species by sending electronically a filled-in questionnaire for the application and inventory of a micro-reserve of specially protected species and biotope (Annex 4), a decision to establish a micro-reserve, as well as other information at its disposal characterising the micro-reserve and a cartographic scheme of the micro-reserve (in the form of .gml, .dwg, .dxf, .dgn or .shp files).
34. The Nature Conservation Agency shall aggregate and compile information regarding micro-reserves. Questionnaires for the application and inventory of a micro-reserve of specially protected species and biotope, decisions to establish a micro-reserve, the conservation and management requirements, as well as the information characterising micro-reserves shall be registered in the State register of micro-reserves, specially protected species, their habitats, and specially protected biotopes.
35. The Nature Conservation Agency shall, in accordance with the requirements and the data amount specified in the laws and regulations regarding the procedures for establishing, maintaining the information system of encumbered territories and circulation of information, provide information to the State Land Service regarding the registered territory of a micro-reserve, using the State register of micro-reserves, specially protected species, their habitats, and specially protected biotopes.
36. The responsible institution shall, within 10 days after entering into effect of the decision to establish a micro-reserve, send information regarding the relevant decision for publishing in the official gazette Latvijas Vēstnesis, indicating the cadastre designation of the land unit, the location (municipality, republic city), the date when the decision to establish a micro-reserve was taken, and its number, as well as reference to the regulatory enactment which determines the procedures for establishing, conserving and managing micro-reserves.
IV. Conservation of Micro-reserves
37. In micro-reserves which have been established for the conservation of specially protected bird species nesting in forests any kind of activity (except for the activities referred to in Paragraph 50 of this Regulation) which is in contradiction with the objectives and tasks of establishing a micro-reserve, destroys or disturbs the relevant specially protected species, damages its biotope, is prohibited, including:
37.1. forest management, except for the biotechnical measures used in forestry for the management of the micro-reserve, as well as forest fire fighting and fire safety measures;
37.2. building of ditches and roads;
37.3. reconstruction of ditches and roads, if a written permit of the Nature Conservation Agency which has been issued on the basis of an expert opinion has not been received;
37.4. additional feeding of game animals from 1 March to 30 June in micro-reserves which have been established for the conservation of nesting sites of a capercaillie, black stork, white-tailed eagle, osprey, and golden eagle;
37.5. installing and use of hunting towers and hunting from 1 February to 31 July in micro-reserves which have been established for the conservation of nesting sites of a black stork, white-tailed eagle, osprey, lesser spotted eagle, and golden eagle;
37.6. other activities which have been recognised by an expert as unfavourable and indicated in his or her opinion;
37.7. regular maintenance of roads from 1 February to 31 July;
37.8. measures for promoting natural restoration of the forest and nursing of young forest stands from 1 February to 31 July, except cases when the expert has recognised these activities as permissible.
38. In micro-reserves which have been established for the conservation of specially protected bird species nesting in forests renovation of ditches is permitted, if an expert opinion has been received that there is no negative impact of the activity of nesting bird species.
39. In buffer zones around micro-reserves for capercaillie mating it is prohibited to:
39.1. to carry out building and reconstruction of ditches;
39.2. to carry out forest management from 1 March to 31 July, except for extinguishing of fire and reforestation which is carried out using only manual work;
39.3. to plant or sow firs when reforesting;
39.4. to carry out clear cutting in pine stands which exceeds 1 ha;
39.5. upon carrying out random cutting of trees in the main cutting area, to reduce the density of the first floor of the forest stand under 0.4, excluding dry standing trees.
40. In the buffer zone of a micro-reserve all kinds of cutting, bringing of wood, and mechanic preparation of soil is prohibited in the following time periods:
40.1. around micro-reserves for a black stork, black kite, red kite, osprey, short-toed eagle, spotted eagle, lesser spotted eagle, peregrine falcon, eagle owl, northern goshawk, European roller, and stock dove – from 1 March to 31 July;
40.2. around micro-reserves for a white-tailed eagle and golden eagle – from 1 February to 30 October.
41. From 1 August to 31 January it shall be permitted to bring wood from cuttings in other forest stands through micro-reserves which have been established for the conservation of specially protected bird species nesting in forests only in such cases if another route for bringing out is not possible.
42. In micro-reserves established for the conservation of a lesser spotted eagle cutting of firs damaged by pests is permitted after a sanitary opinion of the State Forest Service, as well as clearing of dry or fallen trees in the amount of 10 cubic metres during a year within the borders of the property from 1 October to 31 March. In addition a written permit of the Nature Conservation Agency shall be necessary for carrying out the specific activities in micro-reserves for a lesser spotted eagle which are part of specially protected nature territories.
43. In micro-reserves which have been established for the conservation of specially protected bird species nesting in water reservoirs, forests, water courses, and swamps activities which have a negative impact on or change the condition of the vegetation present in the micro-reserve (except for the cases referred to in Paragraph 41 of this Regulation) are prohibited, including:
43.1. activities which change the water regime in groundwater, underground water, water reservoirs, and water courses (also amelioration measures, installation of dams, sluices in rivers), except for the cases when an expert has recognised it as necessary for the conservation of other specially protected species and biotopes;
43.2. to drain any wastewater (discharging directly or in incoming water courses), except for the cases when according to the conditions of a permit for polluting activity issued by the regional environmental board of the State Environmental Service the indicated permissible quantities of polluting substances remaining after purification in long-term cannot significantly deteriorate the quality of the habitat of specially protected species or specially protected biotope;
43.3. extraction of mineral resources;
43.4. movement with motor vehicles, if it is not necessary for the management and control of the micro-reserve (except for the movement along roads);
43.5. arranging of tourism or recreational objects, organising and course of open-air recreational and sporting events;
43.6. other activities which have been recognised by an expert as unfavourable and indicated in his or her opinion.
44. In micro-reserves which have been established for the conservation of specially protected bird species nesting in water reservoirs and water courses, after receipt of a written permit of the Nature Conservation Agency the following activities shall be permitted from 1 August to 31 March, if they do not endanger the specially protected species or its habitat:
44.1. activities which cause change in the level of underground water, groundwater, and surface water (also amelioration);
44.2. extraction of mineral resources;
44.3. movement with motor vehicles in the land and water territory of the micro-reserve, if it is not necessary for the management and control of the micro-reserve.
45. In micro-reserves which have been established for the conservation of mammals, amphibians, reptiles, invertebrates, vascular plants, moss, algae, lichen, and fungus species and biotopes, any type of activity which is in contradiction with the objectives and tasks of establishing a micro-reserve, destroys or disturbs the relevant specially protected species, damages or destroys its habitat, damages or destroys a specially protected biotope, has a negative impact on the structure of the ecosystem is prohibited, including:
45.1. activities which cause change in the level of underground water, groundwater, and surface water (also amelioration), except for the cases when the change in the water level is necessary for maintaining the species or biotope;
45.2. construction works, arranging of roads, installation of electricity transmission and other linear communications without a written permit of the Nature Conservation Agency;
45.3. activities which cause soil erosion;
45.4. extraction of mineral resources;
45.5. forest management, except for forest fire fighting and fire safety measures, as well as measures for maintaining or renewing the habitats or biotope of the specially protected species, including activities related to the forest management recognised by an expert after receipt of a written permit of the Nature Conservation Agency;
45.6. movement with motor vehicles in the land (except for the movement along roads) and water territory of the micro-reserve, if it is not necessary for the management and control of the micro-reserve;
45.7. arranging of tourism or recreational objects, organising and course of recreational and sporting events, except for the territories referred to in Paragraph 22 of this Regulation;
45.8. arranging of swimming sites in water reservoirs and water courses, except for the sites indicated by the expert;
45.9. use of mineral fertilizers, pesticides, and hazardous chemical substances;
45.10. activities as a result of which the category of land use changes, except for the cases if they are necessary for maintaining or restoring the habitats or biotope of the specially protected species after receipt of a written permit of the Nature Conservation Agency;
45.11. dedicated fishery and artificial fish stocking;
45.12. heaping up of soil, pushing away of the surface layer of soil;
45.13. additional feeding of wild animal species;
45.14. draining of any wastewater (discharging directly or in incoming water courses in the territory of the micro-reserve), except for the cases when according to the conditions of a permit for polluting activity issued by the regional environmental board of the State Environmental Service the indicated permissible quantities of polluting substances remaining after purification in long-term cannot significantly deteriorate the quality of the habitat of specially protected species or specially protected biotope;
45.15. other activities which have been recognised by an expert as unfavourable and indicated in his or her opinion.
46. In micro-reserves which have been established for the conservation of spawning places of specially protected fish species, as well as other specially protected species living in water courses and water reservoirs any type of activity which is in contradiction with the objectives and tasks of establishing a micro-reserve, damages or destroys the relevant species or biotope, has a negative impact on the structure of the water ecosystem is prohibited, including:
46.1. creation of any mechanical obstacles and activities which change the water regime in water reservoirs and water courses;
46.2. extraction of mineral resources;
46.3. construction works (also construction of boat piers, arranging of roads, installation of electricity transmission and other linear communications) without receipt of a written permit of the Nature Conservation Agency;
46.4. arranging of water supply points in water reservoirs and water courses;
46.5. industrial fishing and underwater hunting;
46.6. draining of any wastewater (discharging directly or in incoming water courses), except for the cases when according to the conditions of a permit for polluting activity issued by the regional environmental board of the State Environmental Service the indicated permissible quantities of polluting substances remaining after purification in long-term cannot significantly deteriorate the quality of the habitat of specially protected species or specially protected biotope;
46.7. movement with motor vehicles in the land (except for the movement along roads) and water territory of the micro-reserve, if it is not necessary for the management and control of the micro-reserve;
46.8. burning of water plants, if it is not necessary for the management of the micro-reserve;
46.9. economic breeding of aquatic poultry flock;
46.10. other activities which have been recognised by an expert as unfavourable and indicated in his or her opinion.
47. From 1 December to 29 February the activities specified in Sub-paragraphs 46.5 and 46.7 of this Regulation are permitted in micro-reserves which have been established for the conservation of spawning places of specially protected fish species, if they do not endanger spawning, after receipt of a written permit of the Nature Conservation Agency.
V. Procedures for Managing Micro-reserves
48. Micro-reserves shall be managed in order to ensure a favourable conservation status for such species and biotopes for which a micro-reserve has been established.
49. Micro-reserves may be managed by a land owner or, if none, a lessee or legal possessor, or a person hired thereby, a local government, or the Nature Conservation Agency according to an opinion of an expert. An expert opinion shall not be necessary for mowing and collecting grass.
50. In order to ensure management of micro-reserves in accordance with the procedures laid down in laws and regulations, the following activities may be carried out which have been indicated by the expert in the opinion, if they are not in contradiction with conservation of specially protected species and biotopes:
50.1. mowing and collecting or controlled burning of reed;
50.2. for maintaining or restoring specially protected species or biotopes – cutting and collecting of fallen and broken trees, shrubs, and dwarf shrubs;
50.3. strengthening of a nest, if the tree of the nest is damaged or unstable;
50.4. building of an artificial nest next to the current nest, if strengthening of the nest does not ensure its stability;
50.5. activities in order to maintain flying-up corridors of birds to nests;
50.6. restoration of spawning places of fish;
50.7. record-keeping (monitoring) and stocking of fish species;
50.8. controlled burning of heaths, meadows, grassland, and forest;
50.9. measures for the conservation and restoration of the water regime;
50.10. other activities which have been recognised as necessary by the expert.
51. Scientific studies shall be performed in micro-reserves after receipt of a written permit of the Nature Conservation Agency. Performing of scientific studies may not deteriorate the condition of the micro-reserve. The performer of scientific studies shall submit a written submission to the Nature Conservation Agency regarding the scientific studies planned in micro-reserves, indicating the anticipated works, their extent, time and place of performance. The performer of scientific studies shall inform the land owner or, if none, the lessee or legal possessor regarding performing of scientific studies in the micro-reserve.
52. The written permit of the Nature Conservation Agency referred to in this Regulation shall not be required, if the relevant activity is carried out by the Nature Conservation Agency in order to implement the functions and tasks specified for it in laws and regulations.
53. Upon developing a spatial plan or detailed plan of a local government, carrying out land survey works, forest inventory, and designing and planning of all kinds, the layout of micro-reserves and the requirements for their conservation and management shall be taken into account.
54. The land owner or, if none, the lessee or legal possessor has a duty to promote the preservation of diversity of species and biotopes, as well as to report:
54.1. to the State Forest Service – regarding violations of the provisions for the conservation of micro-reserves established on forest land (except for the specially protected nature territories) and the changes that have occurred as a result thereof;
54.2. to the Nature Conservation Agency – regarding violations of the provisions for the conservation of micro-reserves established in specially protected nature territories and in the remaining territory of the State and the changes that have occurred as a result thereof.
55. State control of the conservation of micro-reserves shall be implemented by the State Forest Service and the Nature Conservation Agency according to the competence.
56. The Nature Conservation Agency, upon request of a State and local government institution, a land owner or, if none, a legal possessor or lessee, shall, free of charge, provide the following information regarding the micro-reserves established (if such information is not available on the website of the Nature Conservation Agency):
56.1. the objective, justification of establishing the micro-reserve, precise location of the particular species and biotope;
56.2. borders of the micro-reserve and its buffer zone;
56.3. the requirements for the conservation and management of the micro-reserve;
56.4. other information in such amount which cannot harm the conservation of such species or biotope due to which the micro-reserve has been established.
57. The Nature Conservation Agency, upon request of an association and foundation, scientific institution, or expert, shall provide the following information regarding the micro-reserves established (if such is necessary for the development of nature protection plans, performing of scientific studies, or monitoring of species and biotopes, and it is not available on the website of the Nature Conservation Agency):
57.1. the objective, justification of establishing the micro-reserve, precise location of the particular species and biotope;
57.2. borders of the micro-reserve and its buffer zone;
57.3. the requirements for the conservation and management of the micro-reserve;
57.4. other information in such amount which cannot harm the conservation of such species or biotope due to which the micro-reserve has been established.
58. Information regarding the habitats of specially protected species and the location of biotopes existing in a micro-reserve may be distributed only with a written permit of the Nature Conservation Agency. A person who wishes to distribute information regarding the habitats of specially protected species and the location of biotopes existing in the micro-reserve, shall submit a submission to the Nature Conservation Agency regarding the planned distribution of information, indicating the amount of the information to be distributed, the place of posting the information, and its public accessibility. The Nature Conservation Agency has the right not to issue a permit, if it establishes a potential threat to the specially protected species or biotopes.
59. The State Forest Service shall register a micro-reserve established on forest land, including buffer zones, in the Forest State Register.
VI. Specifying of the Territory of a Micro-reserve or Revocation of its Status
60. Any person may submit a justified proposal to the responsible institution in writing regarding specifying of the territory of a micro-reserve or revocation of the status of a micro-reserve. Specifying of the territory of a micro-reserve shall be carried out in accordance with the procedures laid down in this Regulation regarding establishment of a new micro-reserve.
61. The status of a micro-reserve shall be revoked, if it has irrevocably lost its significance to the conservation of the relevant species or biotope and it does not have other types of specially protected species or specially protected biotopes, or the micro-reserve is included in the functional zone of a specially protected nature territory the provisions of which completely ensure the conservation and management of such species or biotope due to which the micro-reserve was established.
62. If part of a location of the habitat of specially protected species or a specially protected biotope has been destroyed, it shall be excluded from the area of the micro-reserve, if another habitat of specially protected species or a specially protected biotope is not located in the territory. The amount of destruction of the specially protected species or specially protected biotope existing in the micro-reserve shall be evaluated by the expert.
63. A decision to revoke the status of a micro-reserve shall be taken by the responsible institution which took the decision to establish a micro-reserve, evaluating the conformity of the micro-reserve with the justification (criteria) for establishment and the opinion provided by such expert who performed the on-site check. The responsible institution, upon attracting an expert for preparation of an opinion, shall ensure the expert with the information at its disposal and cartographic reference regarding the micro-reserve and the area occupied thereby.
64. The expert invited by the responsible institution shall provide an opinion for revocation of the status of a micro-reserve in accordance with the procedures laid down in Paragraphs 12, 13, 14, 15, 16, 17, and 18 of this Regulation.
65. The decision to revoke the status of a micro-reserve shall be sent in accordance with the procedures laid down in Paragraphs 28, 29, 30, 31, 32, and 33 of this Regulation.
66. The responsible institution shall, within 10 days after entering into effect of the decision to revoke a micro-reserve, send information regarding the relevant decision for publishing in the official gazette Latvijas Vēstnesis, indicating the cadastre designation of the land unit, the location (municipality, republic city), the date when the decision to revoke a micro-reserve was taken, and its number, as well as a reference to the Cabinet regulation which determines the procedures for establishing, conserving, and managing micro-reserves.
67. A person may contest the decision to establish a micro-reserve or a decision to revoke the status of a micro-reserve by submitting a submission to the Director General of the Nature Conservation Agency or the Director General of the State Forest Service. A decision of the Director General of the relevant institution may be appealed to the court in accordance with the procedures laid down in the Administrative Procedure Law. A decision of the Ministry of Agriculture to establish a micro-reserve or a decision to revoke the status of a micro-reserve may be appealed to the court in accordance with the procedures laid down in the Administrative Procedure Law.
VII. Closing Provisions
68. Cabinet Regulation No. 45 of 30 January 2001, Procedures for the Establishment, Conservation and Management of Micro-reserves (Latvijas Vēstnesis, 2001, No. 19; 2005, No. 88), is repealed.
69. Decisions regarding the establishment of micro-reserves which have been taken until the day of coming into force of this Regulation shall be in effect. Paragraph 23 of this Regulation shall not apply to micro-reserves which have been established until the day of coming into force of this Regulation.
70. Paragraph 35 of this Regulation shall come into force on 1 January 2014. Until the abovementioned time period the responsible institution shall provide information to the State Land Service in accordance with the laws and regulations regarding registration of cadastre objects and updating of cadastre data.
71. The status of such micro-reserve regarding establishment of which a decision until the day of coming into force of this Regulation has been taken by the Ministry of Environmental Protection and Regional Development may be revoked by the Nature Conservation Agency in accordance with the procedures laid down in this Regulation.
72. Paragraph 14 of the Regulation in relation to financing of experts from the funds from the State budget shall come into force on 1 January 2014.
73. The Regulation shall come into force on 1 January 2013.
