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Regulations Regarding the Amount of Expenses for the Purchase of Subsistence, Hygiene and Basic Necessities for Asylum Seekers and the Procedures for Covering of these Expenses
 

Issued pursuant to

Section 8, Paragraph seven

of the Asylum Law

 

1. This Regulation prescribes the amount of expenses for the purchase of subsistence, hygiene and basic necessities for asylum seekers and the procedures for covering of these expenses. 

 

2. The amount of expenses for the purchase of subsistence, hygiene and basic necessities for an asylum seeker who has been accommodated in an accommodation centre for asylum seekers (hereinafter – asylum seeker) of the Office of Citizenship and Migration Affairs (hereinafter – Office) shall be 1.50 lats per day.

 

3. In order to receive funds for the purchase of subsistence, hygiene and basic necessities (hereinafter – funds), an asylum seeker shall submit a submission to the Office in which he or she shall inform regarding the funds at his or her disposal, and shall present a valid personal document of the asylum seeker.

 

4. An employee authorised by the head of the Office (hereinafter – employee) shall, within two working days after receipt of the submission referred to in Paragraph 3 of this Regulation, take a decision regarding the allocation of funds or the refusal to allocate them if the asylum seeker has sufficient funds. 

 

5. An employee shall disburse the funds to an asylum seeker once a week in the form of an advance payment (for seven days). The asylum seeker shall present a valid personal document of the asylum seeker for the receipt of funds.

 

6. An employee shall disburse the funds which are intended for an asylum seeker who has not reached the age of 18 years and is staying at an Office accommodation centre for asylum seekers (hereinafter – centre):

6.1. to an adult family member thereof; or

6.2. to the lawful representative of an unaccompanied minor. 
 

7. If an asylum seeker has left the centre without the permission of an employee for more than 48 hours, the employee has the right, when evaluating the actual circumstances of the absence of the asylum seeker, to take a decision not to pay funds for the period of absence of the asylum seeker.

 

8. An asylum seeker has the right to contest the decisions referred to in Paragraphs 4 and 7 of this Regulation, by submitting a corresponding submission to the head of the Office within one month from the date of the coming into effect of the decision.

 

9. Cabinet Regulation No. 119 of 8 February 2005 “Regulations Regarding the Amount of Expenses for the Purchase of Subsistence, Hygiene and Basic Necessities for Asylum Seekers and the Procedures for Covering these Expenses” (Latvijas Vēstnesis, 2005, No. 27) is repealed. 

 

Informative Reference to European Union Directive

 

This Regulation contains legal norms arising from Council Directive 2003/9/EC of 27 January 2003 laying down minimum standards for the reception of asylum seekers.
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
