1. In accordance with Paragraph 2 of Cabinet Regulation No. 419 of 25 July 2017, Regulations Regarding the Imposition of National Sanctions in Relation to Subjects Connected with the Nuclear Programme and Political Regime Implemented by the Democratic People’s Republic of Korea, impose the financial restrictions on the following subject of sanctions:

	Manager of the companies Trans Merits Co. Ltd and Global Interface Company Inc through which he has provided financial and material assistance to Korea Mining Development Trading Corporation in order to promote the strengthening of the political regime of the Democratic People’s Republic of Korea, and also the development of such programmes which are related to the weapons of mass destruction, including nuclear weapons and ballistic missiles.


2. The order, insofar as it applies to the subject of sanctions, may be appealed to the Administrative District Court in accordance with the procedures laid down in the Administrative Procedure Law.
3. The Cabinet shall, not less than once a year, revise the list of the abovementioned subjects of sanctions.
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
