Regulations Regarding the Rights of Use of Numbering

Issued pursuant to

Section 47, Paragraphs one and three of
the Electronic Communications Law

I. General Provisions

1. This Regulation prescribes the procedures and the time period by which an electronic communications merchant (hereinafter – merchant) shall submit to the Public Utilities Commission (hereinafter – Regulator) an application for the allocation, extension or cancellation of the rights of use of numbering and by which the Regulator shall allocate, extend, cancel or retransfer the rights of use of numbering.

2. In order to receive, extend or cancel the rights of use of numbering, the merchant shall submit to the Regulator in writing an accurately and completely filled-in original of the application regarding the allocation of the rights of use of numbering (Annex 1), extension of the term of validity of the rights of use of numbering (Annex 2) or cancellation of the rights of use of numbering (Annex 3).

3. The day of receipt of the application submitted by the merchant shall be the day when the application of the merchant, which has been submitted in conformity with the requirements laid down in Paragraph 2 of this Regulation and contains all the information laid down in Annex 1, 2 or 3 to this Regulation, is registered by the Regulator.

4. The Regulator has the right to request that the merchant updates the information included in the application laid down in Paragraph 2 of this Regulation, in order to be able to make an objective decision on the matter regarding the allocation, extension or cancellation of the rights of use of numbering.

5. The Regulator may organise a competitive or comparative selection procedure for the allocation of the rights of use of numbering in accordance with the by-law drawn up and approved by the Regulator, after receipt of an application for the allocation of the rights of use of numbering or upon its own initiative, without having received the application in question.

6. The rights of use of numbering acquired as a result of a competitive or comparative selection procedure shall be allocated by the Regulator to the winner of the competitive or comparative selection procedure in accordance with laws and regulations.

II. Allocation of the Rights of Use of Numbering

7. The Regulator shall allocate the rights of use of numbering in accordance with the National Numbering Plan within the limit of available numbers.

8. The rights of use of numbering shall be used only in accordance with the purpose of use of the numbering laid down in the National Numbering Plan.

9. The Regulator shall allocate to the merchant the rights of use of numbering for the national public fixed telephone network service numbers in blocks of 100 (one hundred) numbers in each national numbering area.

10. The Regulator shall allocate to the merchant the rights of use of numbering for non-geographic numbers in blocks of:

10.1. 10 000 (ten thousand) public mobile telephone network numbers;

10.2. 10 (ten) non-geographic numbers of other type for the provision of a “Virtual private network” service, for the connection of terminal equipment within a public radio communications network;

10.3. 10 (ten) non-geographic numbers of other type for installation of a public pay telephone line in the public fixed telephone network for the provision of a “Virtual mail” service.

11. The Regulator shall allocate to the merchant the rights of use of numbering for non-geographic numbers:

11.1. a freephone service number;

11.2. a shared cost number;

11.3. a premium rate number;

11.4. a non-geographic number of other type for provision of electronic communications services.

12. The Regulator shall grant to the merchant the rights of use of numbering for the short code:

12.1. not more than one short code for the provision of carrier selection services to each merchant;

12.2. for the provision of directory inquiry services;

12.3. for the provision of public telephone network operator services;

12.4. for the provision of public telephone network operator services (16XX) (hereinafter – service code).

13. The Regulator shall allocate to the merchant the rights of use of numbering for the identification code:

13.1. international signalling point code;

13.2. national signalling point code;

13.3. not more than one mobile network code for each merchant;

13.4. not more than one data transmission network identification code for each merchant.

14. The Regulator may allocate the rights of use of numbering for equivalent service codes to several merchants. The rights of use of numbering to one specific service code shall be allocated only to one merchant within the framework of one public telephone network. The allocated rights of use of numbering for service codes shall only be used by the merchant within the framework of one specific public telephone network. In case the merchant does not have its own public telephone network, then, when submitting an application to the Regulator regarding the allocation of the rights of use of the service code, the merchant shall attach to the application a consent of the merchant, in the public telephone network of which it plans to use the rights of use of the specific service code, for the use of the service code.

15. The Regulator shall allocate the rights of use of numbering for short numbers 116XXX, when the Ministry of Environmental Protection and Regional Development has published a list of those numbers, which have been reserved for harmonised services of social value, as well as the conditions for the use thereof in accordance with the decisions of the European Commission, in the official gazette Latvijas Vēstnesis [the official Gazette of the Government of Latvia].

16. The Regulator shall allocate to the merchant the rights of use of numbering for a definite or an indefinite period of time. The rights of use of numbering shall be allocated for a definite period of time, if limitations for the relevant numbering have been laid down in laws and regulations.

16.1 Upon allocating the rights of use of numbering, the Regulator may determine specific conditions for exercising the rights of use of numbering.

17. The Regulator may refuse to allocate the rights of use of numbering to a merchant if at least one of the following conditions is present:

17.1. the merchant has violated laws and regulations or a decision taken or administrative provisions issued by the Regulator in relation to commercial activity in the field of electronic communications or the violation has not been eliminated within the time period stipulated by the Regulator or other institution managing the sector of electronic communications;

17.2. the merchant has not carried out, partially or completely, the specific condition for the rights of use stipulated by the Regulator;

17.3. the Regulator has established fraud, using numbering, or misuse of numbering in the activities of the merchant;

17.4. an individual merchant, a branch of a foreign merchant or a commercial company, if such individual merchant, representative of a branch of a foreign merchant or a shareholder, stockholder, member of a commercial company, member of the council or board of directors or procuration holder has been a member of the council or board of directors of such electronic communications merchant – capital company – or procuration holder, member with the right of representation of a partnership, representative of a branch of a foreign merchant or individual merchant in whose activity the Regulator has established fraud, using numbering, or misuse of numbering;
17.5. the merchant exercises the previously allocated rights of use of numbering to numbers of the same type as requested in the request for allocation of the rights of use of numbering in the territory of the Republic of Latvia, less than:
17.5.1. 100%, if the merchant has been allocated the rights of use of numbering to one or two numbers;
17.5.2. 30%, if the merchant has been allocated the rights of use of numbering to three or more numbers.

III. Extension of the Term of Validity of the Rights of Use of Numbering

18. The extension of the term of validity of the rights of use of numbering shall apply to merchants, to which the rights of use of numbering has been allocated for a definite period of time.

19. The Regulator may extend the rights of use of numbering, which has been allocated to the merchant for a definite period of time, for a definite or indefinite period of time after expiry of the term of validity thereof. The rights of use of numbering shall be extended for a definite period of time if limitations for the relevant numbering have been laid down in laws and regulations.

20. In order to extend the term of validity of the rights of use of numbering, the merchant shall submit to the Regulator an application regarding extension of the term of validity of the rights of use of numbering laid down in Paragraph 2 of this Regulation not later than 30 (thirty) days prior to expiry of the term of validity of the rights of use of numbering.

21. The Regulator shall extend the rights of use of numbering if, within the term of validity thereof, the merchant – in respect of the commercial activity in the field of electronic communications – has not violated laws and regulations or the decisions taken and administrative provisions issued by the Regulator, and if the violation is prevented within the time period stipulated by the Regulator or another institution managing the sector of electronic communications.

22. The Regulator shall not extend the term of validity of the rights of use of numbering if the purpose of use of the numbering, laid down in the National Numbering Plan, changes.

IV. Cancellation of the Rights of Use of Numbering

23. In order to cancel the rights of use of numbering, the merchant shall submit to the Regulator the application laid down in Paragraph 2 of this Regulation regarding cancellation of the rights of use of numbering at least 30 (thirty) days prior to the merchant terminating the use of the rights of use of numbering.

24. If a merchant requests to cancel the rights of use of numbering for a national public fixed telephone network or non-geographic number which is used in the public telephone network of another merchant in accordance with the number portability service procedure (hereinafter – ported number), the Regulator shall allocate them in accordance with Paragraphs 9 and 10 of this Regulation to:

24.1. a merchant who has submitted an application for the allocation of the rights of use of numbering to ported numbers;

24.2. a merchant to whose public telephone network the ported number has been transferred, if an application for the allocation of the rights of use of numbering to ported numbers has not been submitted. If the ported numbers are transferred to the public telephone networks of several merchants, then the rights of use of numbering for the ported numbers shall be allocated to that merchant to whose public telephone network the most ported numbers have been transferred. If an equal number of ported numbers has been transferred to the public telephone networks of several merchants, the rights of use of numbering for the ported numbers shall be allocated to the merchant to whose public telephone network the last transfer of the ported numbers was performed, i.e., in terms of time the latest number portability service was ensured.

25. Upon the request of the merchant or upon its own initiative, the Regulator shall cancel the rights of use of numbering for the national public fixed telephone network service numbers in blocks of 100 (one hundred) numbers in each national numbering area.

26. Upon the request of the merchant or upon its own initiative, the Regulator shall cancel the rights of use of numbering for non-geographical numbers in blocks of:

26.1. 1 000 (one thousand) public mobile telephone network numbers;

26.2. 10 (ten) non-geographic numbers of other type for provision of a “Virtual private network” service, for the connection of terminal equipment within a public radio communications network;

26.3. 10 (ten) non-geographic numbers of other type for installation of a public payphone line in the public fixed telephone network for the provision of a “Virtual mail” service.

27. Upon the request of the merchant or upon its own initiative, the Regulator shall cancel the rights of use of numbering for non-geographical numbers:

27.1. a freephone service number;

27.2. a shared cost number;

27.3. a premium rate number;

27.4. a non-geographic number of other type for provision of electronic communications services.

28. Upon request of the merchant or upon its own initiative, the Regulator shall cancel the rights of use of numbering to short codes and identification codes.

29. Upon its own initiative, the Regulator shall cancel the rights of use of numbering allocated to the merchant if at least one of the following conditions is present:

29.1. the merchant has been excluded from the list of electronic communications merchants in accordance with laws and regulations;

29.2. the merchant – in relation to the commercial activity in the field of electronic communications – has violated laws and regulations or the decisions taken and administrative provisions issued by the Regulator and the violation has not been eliminated within the time period stipulated by the Regulator or other institution managing the sector of electronic communications;

29.3. the purpose of the use of numbering, laid down in the National Numbering Plan, has changed;

29.4. the Regulator has established fraud, using numbering, or misuse of numbering in the activities of the merchant;

29.5. the merchant, within six months from the moment when the rights of use of numbering was allocated, has not commenced to use the rights of use of numbering allocated thereto for an identification code unless the Regulator has stipulated another time period for commencement of the rights of use of numbering;

29.6. if the operation in the provision of electronic communications services and ensuring of electronic communications service network has been suspended and the right to use electronic communication services and ensure electronic communications networks has been withdrawn for a merchant by the decision of the Regulator;

29.7. the merchant has not performed that laid down in Paragraphs 33, 34, 35 and 36 of this Regulation;

29.8. the merchant has not observed that laid down in Paragraph 31 of this Regulation;
29.9. the merchant has not carried out, partially or completely, the specific condition for the rights of use stipulated by the Regulator;

29.10. the rights of use of numbering is used by a third party without a consent of the merchant to whom the particular rights of use of numbering is allocated;

29.11. the merchant has not commenced exercising the rights of use of numbering to geographic or non-geographic numbers in the territory of the Republic of Latvia within six months from allocation of the rights of use of numbering or within the time period stipulated by the Regulator in at least the following extent:
29.11.1. 100%, if the merchant has been allocated the rights of use of numbering to one or two numbers;
29.11.2. 30%, if the merchant has been allocated the rights of use of numbering to three or more numbers.

30. If the Regulator takes a decision to cancel the rights of use of numbering in accordance with Paragraph 29 of this Regulation, other merchants shall block the routing of calls to the cancelled numbers within five working days after publication of the relevant decision in the official gazette Latvijas Vēstnesis.

V. Retransfer of the Rights of Use of Numbering

31. The merchant may retransfer to another merchant the rights of use of numbering, allocated by the Regulator, to the numbers that have not been transferred for use to the end-users. The merchant who has received the rights of use of numbering according to the procedures of retransfer may not retransfer them to another merchant.

32. The merchant, to whom the rights of use of numbering has been allocated, shall enter into a written contract with the merchant, to which it is intended to retransfer the rights of use of numbering, regarding retransfer of the rights of use of numbering, in which the conditions for use of the retransferred rights of use of numbering shall be determined.

33. Within ten working days after entering into the written contract laid down in Paragraph 32 of this Regulation, the merchant, to which the Regulator has allocated the rights of use of numbering, shall submit information to the Regulator regarding:

33.1. the merchant, to which it is intended to retransfer the rights of use of numbering;

33.2. the rights of use of numbering to be retransferred, precisely indicating the number, range or code of the numbers;

33.3. the time period for which it is intended to retransfer the rights of use of numbering to the relevant merchant.

34. The merchant shall retransfer the rights of use of numbering allocated by the Regulator for such time period, which does not exceed the term of validity of the rights of use of numbering stipulated by the Regulator.

35. When submitting the information laid down in Paragraph 33 of this Regulation to the Regulator, the merchant shall attach the original of the written certification of the merchant, to which it has intended to retransfer the rights of use of numbering, regarding receipt of the rights of use of numbering according to the procedures for retransfer.

36. The rights of use of numbering acquired as a result of retransfer shall only be used by the merchant in accordance with the purposes of use of the numbering determined in the National Numbering Plan.

37. The merchant, to which the rights of use of numbering have been allocated by the Regulator, shall be responsible for the use of the rights of use of numbering to be retransferred in conformity with the National Numbering Plan, provision of the number portability service and fulfilment of other liabilities.

38. If the merchant refuses the retransferred rights of use of numbering, it shall agree in writing with the merchant, to whom the rights of use of numbering have been allocated by the Regulator, regarding termination of the contract laid down in Paragraph 32 of this Regulation.

39. The merchant, to which the rights of use of numbering have been allocated by the Regulator, shall notify the Regulator in writing thereof, within ten working days from termination of the contract laid down in Paragraph 32 of this Regulation.

VI. Closing Provisions

40. Decision No. 1/1 of the Board of the Public Utilities Commission of 6 January 2010 Regulations on the Rights of Use of Numbering (Latvijas Vēstnesis, 2010, Nos.6, 85, 177), is repealed.

41. This Regulation shall come into force on the day following the publication thereof in the official gazette Latvijas Vēstnesis.
