Decision No. 289

On Regulations regarding a General Permit in the Postal Sector

In accordance with the coming into force of Section 17, Paragraph one of the Administrative Procedure Law and on the basis of Section 9, Paragraph two of the Law on Regulators of Public Utilities and Section 5¹, Paragraph two of the Postal Law

the Commission has decided to:

1. Approve Regulations regarding a General Permit in the Postal Sector (Annex).

2. Determine that the Regulations approved in Paragraph 1 of this Decision shall come into effect on the day following the publication thereof in the newspaper Latvijas Vēstnesis [the Official Gazette of the Government of Latvia].

3. With coming into effect of the Regulations approved in Paragraph 1 of this Decision, the conditions specified in Procedures for Registration of General Permits for the Performance of Entrepreneurial Activities (Commercial Activities) in the Postal Sector approved by Decision No. 111 (Latvijas Vēstnesis, 2004, No. 66) of 21 April 2004 by the Public Utilities Commission, and Regulations regarding Conditions of General Permits in the Postal Sector approved by Decision No. 112 (Latvijas Vēstnesis, 2004, No. 66) of 21 April 2004 by the Public Utilities Commission lose their effect.

This decision shall come into force upon adoption thereof.

Regulations regarding a General Permit in the Postal Sector
Approved with Decision No. 289 (Minutes No. 50 (259), p. 14) of 30 November 2005 by

Issued pursuant to Section 51, Paragraph two of the Postal Law

and Section 25, Paragraph one

of the Law on Regulators of Public Utilities

(Reference with amendments made
with PUC Decision No. 137 of 7 June 2006)
1. General Provisions

1. These Regulations prescribe the procedures according to which the Public Utilities Commission (hereinafter – the Commission) shall register a general permit for a provider of postal services according to the Postal Law, and conditions to be observed by a provider of postal services which has a registered general permit.

2. A general permit shall be a permit registered by the Commission, which gives a merchant the right to provide additional postal services and postal services that are not included in the general postal service category (hereinafter – services). A special decision of the Commission Board shall not be required for the registration of a general permit.

3. A general permit gives to a provider of postal services the right to provide services.

4. The Commission shall register a provider of postal services, which provides services, on the single public list of issued general permits (hereinafter – the list), which can be accessed on the Internet home page of the Commission.

2. Procedures for Sending a Notification regarding the Registration of a General Permit

5. Prior to the registration of a general permit with the Commission, a provider of postal services shall completely and precisely fill in and send to the Commission a registration notification (hereinafter – the notification) (Annex 1).

6. A provider of postal services shall be liable for the veracity of the information specified in the notification.

7. The Commission has the right to request a provider of postal services to clarify the information included in the notification, in order to register the general permit.

8. A provider of postal services has the right to receive in the Commission a document certifying the general permit (Annex 2).

3. Conditions of a General Permit

9. The following conditions of a general permit shall be binding on a provider of postal services that provides services:


9.1. a provider of postal services has the right to provide only such services that are provided for in the general permit;


9.2. a provider of postal services has the right to provide services only in such geographical area that is provided for in the general permit;


9.3. a provider of postal services shall observe regulatory enactments in force and the decisions of the Commission;


9.4. if necessary, the Commission has the right to amend the conditions of a general permit according to the procedures specified in regulatory enactments;


9.5. a provider of postal services shall not be considered to have contravened the conditions of the general permit, if such contravention of the conditions of the general permit is related to force majeure circumstances, which have had an effect on the performance of the conditions of the general permit or the non-compliant, improper or delayed performance thereof. In the case of any force majeure circumstances a provider of postal services shall take all the necessary measures, in order to continue to observe the conditions of the general permit and regulatory enactments;


9.6. a provider of postal services shall perform accounting separation for regulated postal items according to the procedures specified in regulatory enactments;


9.7. according to the requirements of regulatory enactments, a provider of postal services shall establish a record system, which fully provides the Commission with necessary financial, statistical, technical and other information (including the information that contains a commercial secret), which the Commission considers to be necessary to receive, in order to evaluate the compliance of the activity of the provider of postal services with the conditions of the general permit. The provider of postal services shall provide the information requested by the Commission within 10 days after receiving the request;


9.8. a provider of postal services shall ensure that a representative of the Commission has a possibility to perform examinations and enter the premises and buildings, which are utilised thereby for the provision of services;


9.9. the obligations and material liability of a provider of postal services shall be determined by a mutual agreement with the user of services, but the requirements contained in the conditions of the agreement may not be less strict than specified in the Postal Law and other regulatory enactments. The provider of postal services shall ensure that the users of services have a possibility to become acquainted with the conditions of the provision of services in the official language;


9.10. a provider of postal services shall ensure the documenting of an express letter, express parcel and postal parcel, the weight of which is more that ten kilograms, item or delivery note, so that the provider of services would be recognisable; and


9.11. a provider of postal services has a duty to pay an annual State fee regarding the regulation of public services and other payments in the amount and according to the procedures specified in regulatory enactments.

10. If a provider of postal services ceases to provide services to all users, the provider of services shall inform the Commission thereof:


10.1. not later than 30 days prior to the termination of the provision of the service, if it is planned; or


10.2. not later that one working day after the termination of the provision of the service in other cases.

11. The Commission shall cancel the general permit in the case provided for in Paragraph 10 of these Regulations, notifying the provider of postal services thereof, and shall remove the provider of postal services from the list.

4. Prevention of Violation of a Regulatory Enactment

12. If a violation of a regulatory enactment has been detected, the Commission shall warn the provider of postal services in writing thereof, provide recommendations for rectification of the violation of the regulatory enactment and determine the time period for the rectification of the violation of the regulatory enactment.

13. If a provider of postal services has not rectified a violation of a regulatory enactment within the time period specified by the Commission, the Commission shall hold the provider of postal services liable according to the procedures prescribed by law and determine a new time period for the rectification of the violation of the regulatory enactment.

14. If a provider of postal services has failed to carry out the duty provided for in Paragraph 13 – to rectify the violation of a regulatory enactment, the Commission shall warn the provider of postal services in writing regarding the suspension of the provision of postal services, if the violation is not rectified, provide recommendations for rectification of the violation of the regulatory enactment and determine the time period for rectification of the violation of the regulatory enactment.

15. If within the time period specified by the Commission a provider of postal services has not rectified the violation of a regulatory enactment according to Paragraph 14 of these Regulations, the Commission shall cancel the general permit, notifying the provider of postal services thereof, and remove the provider of postal services from the list.
