The Simplified Government Report is developed, taking into account the Convention and the requirements referred to in Annex III – Explanatory Note Concerning the Preparation of Reports on Ratified Conventions – of the Committee of Experts on the Application of Conventions and Recommendations.
· Information regarding changes in laws and regulations and practical use thereof, which affect the application of the Convention, and information regarding the nature and objective of the changes.
We inform that during the time period from 1 June 2011 (the previous Government Report on the Convention No. 24) to 1 June 2016 no amendments have been made to the laws and regulations of the Republic of Latvia, which affect the implementation of the rules laid down by the Convention:
Statistical data regarding payment of sickness benefits.
Expenses for payment of sickness benefits from the special budget for State social insurance in 2015: 8,539,439 euros. Number of recipients of sickness benefits in 2015: 27,796 persons, number of events of sickness per one recipient of the benefit – 1.04, average age: 43.83 years, 16,814 – women, 10,982 – men, total number of paid days – 574,456 calendar days, amount of sickness benefit granted per case – 353.25 euros.
The abovementioned data apply to all cases of sickness insurance, insurance cases of sickness of industrial and trade workers and domestic servants are not isolated.
