The Simplified Government Report is developed by taking into account the Convention and the requirements referred to in Annex III – Explanatory Note Concerning the Preparation of Reports on Ratified Conventions – of the Committee of Experts on the Application of Conventions and Recommendations
1. Information on changes in laws and regulations and practical use thereof, which affects the application of the Convention, and information on the nature and objective of the changes
We inform that during the time period from 1 June 2014 (the previous Government Report on the Convention No. 87) to 1 June 2017 the following amendments have been made to the laws and regulations of the Republic of Latvia, which affect the implementation of the rules laid down by the Convention:
1) Cabinet Regulation No. 849 of 8 November 2005, Regulations Regarding the Amount of the State Fee for the Registration of a Trade Union, Procedures for the Payment thereof, and the Fee Relief, was repealed. In place of this Regulation, Cabinet Regulation No. 308 of 2004, Procedures Regarding the State Fee for the Making of an Entry in the Register of Associations and Foundations, is applied. 
Paragraph 2 of this Regulation provides:
“2. The rates of the State fee are as follows: 
2.1. registration of an association or foundation (including the making of entry of a re-organised non-profit organisation undertaking (company) in the Register) – 11.38 euros;
2.2. registration of amendments to the articles of association – 8.54 euros;
2.3. an entry regarding the reorganisation of an association or foundation:
2.3.1. if after the reorganisation a new association or foundation is established, a State fee shall be paid for each newly established association or foundation in the amount according to Sub-paragraph 2.1 of these Regulations;
2.3.2. in other cases for each association or foundation involved in the reorganisation – 8.54 euros;
2.4. making of other entries and alterations to entries in the Register regarding an association or foundation – 5.69 euros;
2.5. [29 April 2014].”
At the same time, Paragraph 2.1 of this Regulation prescribes that if the applicant submits the application electronically by using the special online form at the disposal of the Enterprise Register and expresses the desire to receive the decision of the State notary by using the special online form at the disposal of the Enterprise Register or via electronic mail and by using a secure electronic signature, the State fee shall be paid in the amount of 90 per cent from the rates of the State fee referred to in this Regulation.
In accordance with Paragraph 3 of this Regulation, the State fee shall be paid before the submitting of the respective application by using the following payment services:
(1) with a payment card in a payment card acceptance terminal at the Enterprise Register;
(2) through the intermediation of the payment service provider who has the right to provide payment services within the meaning of the Law on Payment Services and Electronic Money;
(3) by using the online payment service in the special online form at the disposal of the Enterprise Register.
2) On 2 December 2016, the Free Trade Union Congress of Latvia approved the Articles of Association of the Free Trade Union Confederation of Latvia in a new wording. The Articles of Association are attached to the Annex of this Report.
