Adopted 2 March 2004

Regulations regarding Procedures for Training Hunters and Heads of Hunts, the Knowledge and Practical Skills Examination Programme, as well as Procedures for the Issue of a Hunter’s Certificate and Head of a Hunt’s Certificate

Issued pursuant to

Section 14, Paragraph two of the Hunting Law

1. These Regulations prescribe the procedures for training hunters and heads of hunts, the knowledge and practical skills examination programme, as well as the procedures for the issue of a hunter’s certificate and head of hunt’s certificate.

2. Training shall be organised by:

2.1. a legal person registered in the commercial register the registration certificate or articles of association of which provide for the training of persons in hunting matters;

2.2. a non-governmental organisation the articles of association of which provide for the training of persons in hunting matters; or

2.3. professional secondary education institutions, colleges, university-type institutions of higher education the document regulating the activity of which provides for the training of persons in hunting matters.

3. A legal person organising training (hereinafter — organiser of training) shall place an advertisement in the newspaper Latvijas Vēstnesis [The Official Gazette of the Government of the Republic of Latvia].

4. The organiser of training shall develop a training programme.

5. The period of training for the acquisition of knowledge for taking a hunter’s examination shall be not less than 40 hours whereas the period of training for the acquisition of knowledge for taking a head of a hunt’s examination shall be not less than 24 hours.

6. The organiser of training shall record the course of the training in a journal.  Notes shall be recorded in the journal regarding the subjects of the training, the number of hours, trainers and participants in the training.

7. The participants in the training shall cover expenditures, which are associated with the training.

8. The organiser of the training shall determine the procedures by which payment for the training shall be made, as well as the amount thereof.

9. After completion of a full training course, the organiser of the training shall issue to the training participant a statement regarding the training (Annex 1).

10. Training is a mandatory pre-condition if a person wishes to take an examination for the acquisition of a hunter’s or head of a hunt’s certificate, except for persons who have successfully passed a course in hunting management at the Forestry Faculty of the Latvia University of Agriculture or Ogre Forestry Technical Academy. An examination shall be passed before a hunter’ examination board.

11. The programme for the examination of the theoretical knowledge of hunters shall include the following subjects:

11.1. regulatory enactments regulating hunting;

11.2. biology of game;

11.3. basic principles of game population management and the development of a hunting management;

11.4. organisation of hunts;

11.5. types and methods of hunting;

11.6. safety requirements in hunting;

11.7. hunting firearms and ammunition, procedures for the circulation of hunting weapons and permitted traps;

11.8. pre-treatment of game;

11.9. hunting ethics and traditions;

11.10. most dangerous diseases of game;

11.11. hunting dogs and the use thereof in hunting; and

11.12. hunting trophies.

12. The programme for the testing of the practical skills of hunters shall include:

12.1. testing of skills in firing at a moving and standing target; and

12.2. compliance with safety requirements in firing at a moving and standing target.

13. The programme for the examination of theoretical knowledge of heads of a hunt shall include the following subjects:

13.1. regulatory enactments regulating hunting;

13.2. rights and duties of a head of a hunt;

13.3. organisation and course of hunts ;

13.4. organisation of the documentation related to hunting;

13.5. basic principles of game population management and development of a hunting management; and

13.6. organisation of pre-treatment of game.

14. A person who wishes to receive a hunter’s certificate shall, according to the declared (registered) place of residence, hand in a submission to the State Regional Forest Office of the State Forest Service or the headquarters of the State Forest Service if the person resides in Rīga. The following shall be appended to the submission:

14.1. a copy of a personal identification document;

14.2. two photographs (3 x 4 cm);

14.3. a copy of the document regarding payment of the state fee for the receipt of a hunter’s certificate;

14.4. a copy of the opinion by a medical treatment institution regarding the general state of health of the person, a copy of the opinion by a certified psychiatrist regarding the state of mental health of the person, a copy of the statement from the State register of addictive substance users;

14.5. a copy of the certificate regarding completion of first aid courses or a copy of a document certifying medical training,  or a statement by an education institution certifying that the relevant person has acquired the appropriate training course at this educational institution;

14.6. a copy of the document certifying the fact of declaration (registration) of the place of residence of the person; and

14.7. a copy of the statement regarding training.

15. Subsequent to the receipt of the submission referred to in Paragraph 14 of these Regulations, the State Regional Forest Office of the State Forest Service shall request from the State Police institution according to the declared (registered) place of residence of the relevant person information whether the restrictions specified in Section 20, Clauses 1, 4, 6, 7 and 9 of the Law On the Handling of Weapons are not applicable to the person.

16. A person who wishes to receive a head of a hunt’s certificate shall, according to the declared (registered) place of residence, hand in a submission to the State Regional Forest Office of the State Forest Service or the headquarters of the State Forest Service if the person resides in Rīga. The following shall be appended to the submission:

16.1. a copy of a personal identification document;

16.2. two photographs (3 x 4 cm);

16.3. a copy of the hunter’s certificate; and

16.4. a copy of the statement regarding training.

17. A person who wishes to receive a hunter’s certificate or a head of a hunt’s certificate, upon submission of the copies of documents to the State Regional Forest Office of the State Forest Service or the headquarters of the State Forest Service, shall present the originals of the relevant documents.

18. The State Forest Service shall issue a hunter’s certificate (Annex 2) to a person to whom the restrictions provided for in the Law On the Handling of Weapons do not apply and who has passed the examination for the acquisition of a hunter’s certificate.

19. The State Forest Service shall issue a head of a hunt’s certificate (Annex 3) to a person who has passed the examination for the acquisition of a head of a hunt’s certificate.

20. The State Forest Service shall issue a hunter’s certificate or a head of a hunt’s certificate to a person within 30 days after the passing of the relevant examination.

21. If, within a year after the passing of the examination, the person fails to claim the hunter’s certificate or head of a hunt’s certificate, the relevant certificate shall be cancelled.

22. Paragraph 10, Sub-paragraphs 14.7 and 16.4 of these Regulations shall come into force on 1 January 2005.
