Mandatory Harmlessness Requirements for the Composition of Food Intended for Infants and Young Children and the Requirements for the Labelling and Distribution thereof
Issued pursuant to
Section 4, Paragraph two and three of the

Law on the Supervision of the Handling of Food
1. These Regulations prescribe the mandatory harmlessness requirements for the composition of food intended for feeding special groups of consumers – infants (aged over four months and under the age of 12 months) and young children (aged between one and three years), as well as the requirements for the labelling and distribution thereof in order to ensure the harmlessness of these products to the health of infants and young children and in order to protect their rights to life and development.
2. These Regulations do not apply to milk intended for young children.

3. Food intended for infants and young children, owing to the specific composition or special manufacturing process of such food, shall be clearly distinguishable from other foodstuffs and shall be suitable for the nutrition of infants and young children. It shall be distributed with indications noting the suitability thereof for the relevant group of consumers.
4. Food intended for infants and young children shall meet the nutritional requirements for infants and young children and shall be used for nourishing infants while they are being weaned and by young children for their progressive adaptation to ordinary food or as a supplement to their diet.

5. Food intended for infants and young children within the meaning of these Regulations shall be the following:

5.1. processed cereal-based foods, the composition of which complies with the requirements of Annex 1 of these Regulations:


5.1.1. simple cereals which are or have to be reconstituted with milk or other appropriate nutritious liquids;


5.1.2. cereals with an added high protein food which are or have to be reconstituted with water or other protein-free liquid;


5.1.3. pastas which are to be used after cooking in boiling water or other appropriate liquids; and


5.1.4. rusks and biscuits which are to be used either directly or, after pulverisation, with the addition of water, milk or other suitable liquids; and

5.2. food intended for infants and young children, which is not mentioned in Sub-paragraph 5.1 of these Regulations, and the composition of which complies with the requirements specified in Annex 2 of these Regulations.

6. Food intended for infants and young children shall be manufactured from ingredients the suitability of which for particular nutritional use by infants and young children has been established by generally accepted scientific data.
7. Only the nutritional substances listed in Annex 3 of these Regulations may be added to foods intended for infants and young children, not exceeding the maximum levels indicated in Annex 4 of these Regulations.
8. Food intended for infants and young children shall not contain residue of the particular pesticides specified in the regulatory enactments on pesticides in products of plant and animal origin, at levels exceeding 0.01 mg/kg, except the pesticides referred to in Annex 6 of these Regulations.

8.1 The pesticides referred to in Annex 7 of these Regulations shall be prohibited for use in the acquisition of agricultural products if such products shall be used for the manufacture of food for infants and young children. It shall be considered that pesticides have not been used if:

8.1.1. the amount of residue of the specific pesticides referred to in Table 1 of Annex 7 to these Regulations shall not exceed the determination limit of the analytical method of 0.003 mg/kg; and 

8.1.2. the amount of specific pesticide residue referred to in Table 2 of Annex 7 to these Regulations shall not exceed 0.003 mg/kg;

8.2. The amount of pesticide residue in food intended for infants and young children shall not exceed the maximum permissible levels specified in Annex 6 of these Regulations.

8.3. The maximum permissible amount of pesticide residue referred to in Paragraphs 8., 8.1 and 8.2. of these Regulations have been determined for consumption in finished products.

9. The regulatory enactments regarding the use of additives shall determine the utilisation of additives in food intended for infants and young children.
10. Food intended for infants and young children shall be distributed for retail trade only in pre-packed form.
11. The labelling of food intended for infants and young children shall bear, in addition to information specified in other regulatory enactments regarding the labelling of foodstuffs, the following mandatory information:

11.1. the energy value, expressed in kilojoules (kJ) and kilocalories (kcal), and the protein, carbohydrate and fat (lipid) amounts, expressed in numerical form, per 100 g or 100 ml of the product, and, where appropriate, per specified quantity of the product as proposed for consumption;

11.2. the average quantity of each mineral substance and of each vitamin (Annex 1 and Annex 2), expressed in numerical form, per 100 g or 100 ml of the pre-packaged product and, where appropriate, per specified quantity of the product as proposed for consumption;

11.3. the appropriate age from which the product may be used, regard being had to its composition, texture or the other particular properties (the stated age may not be less than four months);

11.4. the presence or absence of gluten if the product is intended for infants below six months of age; and

11.5. if necessary, instructions for the preparation of the product, and a warning regarding the hazards to health if it is prepared incorrectly.
12. The labelling may indicate:

12.1. the average quantity of the substances indicated in Annex 3 of these Regulations, expressed in numerical form, per 100 g or 100 ml of the pre-packed product, and, where appropriate, per specified quantity of the product as proposed for consumption; and

12.2. the quantity of the substances indicated in Annex 3 of these Regulations, expressed as a percentage of the reference value given in Annex 5 of these Regulations, per 100 g or 100 ml of the pre-packed product, and, where appropriate, per specified quantity of the product as proposed for consumption if the quantities present are at least equal to 15% of the reference value.
13. These Regulations shall come into force on 1 October 2001.
14. Paragraphs 8.1 and 8.2  of these Regulations shall come into force on 6 March 2005.
