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Summary of the Guidelines for Electronic Communications Sectoral Policy of the Republic of Latvia 2011-2016
The Guidelines for Electronic Communications Sector of the Republic of Latvia 2011-2016 (hereinafter – Guidelines) is a medium-term policy planning document laying down the points of direction, the main tasks and the results to be achieved in the field of electronic communications sectoral policy.
The objective of the policy laid down in the Guidelines is to ensure access to electronic communications services of good quality throughout the territory of the Republic of Latvia, promoting the creation of a regulated environment that is beneficial for investments and the use of innovative technologies.
Four points of direction have been determined for achieving the objective put forward in the Guidelines:
1) to promote electronic communications services with certain level of quality and the provision of services oriented towards the need of an end user;
2) to create conditions for the use of innovative technologies;
3) to develop a State private electronic communications network for continuous and efficient provision of the functioning of State administration;
4) to ensure stable environment for investments.
The opinion of the participants of the electronic communications market, sectoral non-governmental organisations and State administrative institutions involved in implementation of the electronic communications sectoral policy on the draft Guidelines was surveyed. In order to draw up a policy planning document of good quality and corresponding to the sectoral interests, meetings of the working groups of experts of the electronic communications sectoral council of the Ministry of Transport were convened, during which proposals of sectoral representatives for the draft Guidelines were reviewed.
Implementation of the policy objectives laid down in the Guidelines will be ensured from the budget funds of the responsible institutions and institutions involved. It is planned to acquire co-financing from the European Union Structural Funds for part of the measures.
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
