On Sports Policy Guidelines 2004 – 2009

1. Approve the Sports Policy Guidelines 2004 – 2009 (hereinafter – guidelines).

2. Specify that the Ministry of Education and Science is the responsible institution for the implementation of the guidelines.

3. The Ministry of Education and Science shall:


3.1. each year (beginning with 2006), develop and submit to the Minister for Education and Science by 1 July according to the specified procedures, an informative report for the Cabinet regarding the implementation of the guidelines for the previous year;


3.2. in co-operation with sector ministries, develop and submit to the Minister for Education and Science by 1 October 2005 according to the specified procedures, a draft “National Sports Development Programme 2005 –2012”.

4. The guidelines shall be implemented with the funds allocated to the Ministry of Education and Science from the Law On the State Budget for the current year.

1. Introduction

The sports sector policy guidelines (hereinafter – guidelines) of the Republic of Latvia shall determine State sports policy for the next five years.

The guidelines comprise of the sports policy’s main principles, objective, secondary goals, priorities, achievable policy results and the desirable directions for action to achieve them.

The Ministry of Education and Science’s Sports Administration on 3 June 2003 approved the “National Sports Development Programme 2004 –2009” development working group, whose constituent members consist of representatives from the Ministry, the institutions under the supervision and control thereof, local governments and public organisations, sports federations, and the Sports Medicine Centre. The working group has in the course of the development of the policy guidelines included as one stage –public discussions, in the framework of which four working groups were formed, as four secondary goals were specified: sports for all, sports for children and young persons, high achievement sports and sports for the disabled. On 4 November 2003 the developed project was discussed in a comprehensive seminar with local governments, State and non-government organisations. The proposals submitted by the local government and non-government organisations were compiled by the National sports development programme working group and they shall be included in the programme, which will be developed for the realisation of the sports policy guidelines.

The guidelines provide for and recommend the continuation and development of concepts, which bring nearer the achievement of the objectives of the State sports policy guidelines.

The sport policy guidelines are based on internationally recognised principles and standards, that are specified in the Sports Law, European Sports Charter, Olympic Charter, European Disability Sports Charter, Sports Code of Ethics, Anti-doping Convention, sports and sports training theory basic principles as recognised in Latvia and on documents related to the sports sector. 

2. Characterisation of the situation in the Latvian sports sector 

Sport, as a component of our society’s cultural and economic sphere, has managed to involve many creative and active people, who are united with a concern and a feeling of responsibility for what has been achieved in Latvian sports and what is to be achieved in the future. Sport is one of the main instruments for developing a physically and morally healthy nation and for confirming one’s national identity. That has been strikingly demonstrated in the last ten years by our nation’s sporting achievements in European and World Championships, as well as at the Olympic Games. 

The high achievements unequivocally testify to the existing sport system’s vitality and effectiveness. Of course, there are problems, but they are resolvable, as the sports community is in a constant evolutionary process, adapting to the new economic circumstances of the European Union.

Together with the regaining national Independence there arose new realities in sporting life, a new sports system. The findings of the new sports model and sports philosophy are embodied in the formulations of the “Sports Law “.

On 14 December 1996 the 3rd Latvian Sports Congress agreed regarding the State sports guidelines and specified that Latvia’s State sports policy basic objectives are to develop individuals who are both healthy physically and mentally, and who united in national awareness, are capable of fulfilling life’s and work duties in their family, society and State.

In compliance with the Latvian sports policy guidelines requirements, the Latvian Sports Administration is implementing the improvement of State sports structures. This process is occurring gradually, and it’s primary task is to ensure the optimal allocation of functions between State and non-government sporting institutions, in order that tasks are not duplicated or a task is not implemented due to organisational shortcomings.

In 2003, more than 90 sports federations were active, of these 69 sports federations received financing from the State budget. The majority of the sports federations seek and successfully find the possibility to move from a fully State supported system to greater autonomy – both in administrative and also financial terms. The number of sports federations – 69 (registered with the Ministry of Education and Science Sport Department in 2004). The number of participants, who are actively participating in regular sporting activities within sport federations – 255 210 (statistics compiled by the Sports Federation Council of Latvia in 2004). The number of participants, who are actively participating in regular sporting activities within sports clubs – 83 675 (statistics compiled by the Sports Federation Council of Latvia in 2004). 

The number of participants in sporting competitions – 255 210 (statistics compiled by the Sports Federation Council of Latvia in 2004). The number of people with disabilities, that have involved themselves in adapted sports activities, in particular sports – 1200 (statistics compiled by the Latvian Paralympic Committee in 2004). High ranking results achieved in Paralympic games, Deaf Olympiad, World and European Championships (places gained) – 30 (statistics compiled by the Latvian Paralympic Committee in 2004).


Also in the development of sports clubs there is a noticeable tendency in their increase in numbers, presently according to statistical data compiled by the Sports Federation Council of Latvia there are 1010 active sports clubs.

According to data compiled in 2003 by the Central Statistical Bureau of Latvia, there are 3970 people in Latvia working in the field of sport – including 1294 trainers and 822 children and youth sports school trainers, 155 specialists working in Latvian institutions of higher education, in comprehensive schools there are – 1616 sports teachers, in vocational secondary establishments, professional educational institutions and pre-school teaching institutions – there are 1094 sports teachers. 

Financing of the field of sport is made up of funds allotted by the State and local governments, earned by entrepreneurial activity, as well as from funds donated by natural persons and legal persons. State budget grants to sport have increased during the years of independence, State finances help cover essential sport expenditures. 1. Table 1 sets out information regarding payments made to sport in the last four years by the Ministry of Education and Science.

In order to facilitate the competitiveness of Latvian sportsmen and sportswomen at the highest level, the Latvian Olympic Team (LOT) was founded in 1994. Utilising special budgetary funds (in amounts of for 1995 – 350 000 lats, 1996 – 350 000 lats, 1997 – 400 000 lats, 1998 – 520 000 lats, 1999 – 520 000 lats, 2000 – 630 000 lats, 2001 – 680 000 lats, 2002 - 680 000 lats), the LOT ensures the possibility of the most talented athletes to undertake training work that conforms to world standards. The numbers of Latvian athletes and sporting teams, which participated in European and World Championships (in the final tournaments of the sports) and Olympic Games – 544 (statistics compiled by the Latvian Olympic Team in 2004);

The highest ranking results achieved – places won at European and World Championships, Olympic Games – 94 (statistics compiled by the Latvian Olympic Team).

In all the school age children involved in out of school interest education more than half participate in sporting events and activities, which take place in sports schools, in sports clubs, also in school sporting groups. The numbers of schoolchildren, who participate in sports groups in comprehensive education establishments – 49 840 (statistics compiled by the Latvian Youth Sport Centre in 2004).

The student numbers, who participate in sports groups in institutions of higher learning –10 407 ( statistics compiled by the Latvian Higher Education Association in 2004).

Pupil numbers, who are engaged in sports groups in professional orientation sports education establishments, sporting clubs, olympic centres, sports gymnasiums and other organisations – 35 687 (statistics compiled by the Latvian Youth Sport Centre in 2004).

Number of pupils, who are engaged in sports interest group educational programmes – 35 453 (statistical data registered with the Central Statistics Department in 2003).

The number of children and youths with an elevated physical load, who have been under health care and medical supervision – 10 428 (statistics compiled by BOV SIA “Sporta medicīnas centrs” [Sports medical centre]).

The data gathered together in Diagram 1, demonstrates the importance of the sports school as an interest education and professional orientation sports education institution. The number of pupils attending sport schools is increasing from year to year, even though the number of sports in sports schools has decreased, with some of them developing further into sports clubs.
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Recognising, that a sports facility is a primary requisite, in order to engage in sports, a Sports facility maintenance and development programme has been formulated.

The number of sports facilities in the State – 1 036 (138 State, 728 local government, 55 public and 115 private) (statistical data compiled by the Central Statistical Department in 2003).

Beginning in 1994, 11% of the total State budget has been allocated for the development of sports facilities. That is only a small proportion of the finances, that are necessary for the maintenance of national sports facilities and individual rural sports facilities. This subsidy has not changed since 1994, even though public utility costs have grown. The funds allocated to sports facilities from the special budget have been earmarked for participation in the reconstruction of sports facilities, repairs and improvement projects, as well as the completion of commenced sports facility construction work. Many local governments also provide financial investments for the development of sport bases. The dynamics of the number of sports facility objects is shown in Diagram 2.
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* The decrease in the number of sports facilities is related to the fact that the criteria for classifying sports facilities was made more stringent

2.1. Regulatory enactments that regulate the Sports Sector

The sports sector in Latvia is presently regulated by over 38 regulatory enactments and documents, that also in the future need to be improved, in order to sufficiently ensure the division of responsibility and mutual co-ordination of State and local government institutions, public sport organisations and their associations.

The most important legislation currently in force regulating the sporting sector:

· Sports Law, adopted 24 October 2002, amended 26 August 2003, 30 October 2003, 29 January 2004.

3. Formulation of problems, the solving of which requires the implementation of a specific government policy 

Even though sport in Latvia has existed as a separate sphere for many years and as a consequence can be regarded as having developed as an essential State sector, finance and a disorganised sports structure can be considered to be the main obstacles in the resolving of many problems. 

The most significant problems in the field of sports in Latvia, the resolving of which have equal priority, are the following:

· there is insufficient State support for the organising of tournaments for schoolchildren’s teams, as well as insufficient involving of children and youths in sports classes and activities;

· insufficient numbers of sports structures throughout the State as a whole, especially the poor technical state of school sports facilities or the lack thereof – in both cities and rural areas;

· the scarcity of sport managers and highly qualified sport specialists in schools, sports schools and sporting organisations;

· the scarcity of sports medicine specialists for the care of the health of athletes and the carrying out of medical surveillance;

· there are shortcomings in the State support system for top athletes and sporting games teams, qualitative study courses and opportunities to train are inadequately ensured in higher education institutions;

· insufficient State support for the operation of sports clubs and State recognised and registered federations, unions and associations; 

· insufficient State social guarantees for outstanding athletes, sports specialists and trainers;

· poor understanding by the public regarding sport for the disabled and limited access to sports facilities by members of the community with special needs.

4. Basic principles of sports sector policy 

In the development of the sports sector in Latvia the following policy basic principles, which derive from the stipulations of the European Sports Charter, shall be complied with: 

·  that all young people have the opportunity to receive physical education and the acquisition of basic sports skills;

·  that every individual has the opportunity to take part in sporting activities in a safe and healthy environment;

· prohibition to distribute and use doping substances and methods;

· support of high achievement sport –to promote awareness of Latvia abroad and to strengthen national patriotism;

· support the development of sport for the disabled; and

· transparency in division and use – a sports policy of transparency in the division and use of funds.

5. Policy objective and secondary goals of the sports sector 

	The objective of Latvia’s State sports policy is to develop healthy, mentally and physically developed individuals.


Sports policy secondary goals, which are directed at achieving the previously defined objective, are the following : 

· to create opportunities for each individual to be able to participate in sport;

· ensure State responsibility for mandatory physical education of children and youths;

· ensure support for talented athletes and the preparation of teams competing in the Olympic Games, World sports games, and World and European Championships;

· ensure State support in developing sports for the disabled.

6. Anticipated policy results, indicators of the achievement thereof and directions of action

6.1. Sports for all

Policy aim –  to create opportunities for every individual to be able to participate in sport.

	Policy results

	Opportunities created for each individual to take part in sports irrespective of age, sex, nationality, race, religious persuasion, mental or physical handicaps, ensuring for it the necessary economic and social circumstances.


Indicators of results:

· number of participants that are involved in regular sporting activities with sports federations;

· number of participants that are involved in regular sporting activities with sports clubs;

· number of participants in sporting competitions; and

· number of sports facilities.

Action direction -

6.1.1. establish a unified integrated competition system at State level:

6.1.2. improve the further education system for sport specialists;

6.1.3. educate and inform the general public about the importance of physical activity and sport as regards improving and consolidating health, as well as the harmful effects of doping substances, narcotic substances, alcohol and tobacco;

6.1.4. carry out a survey of the physical health and physical fitness of the population;

6.1.5. ensure the TV broadcasting of sporting events of national significance;6.1.6. increase the collection of sport traditions and historical material, ensuring its accessibility, its continuous upgrading, preservation and popularisation; and

6.1.7. prepare a prospective plan for the construction of sports facilities and the State to financially support only projects incorporated in this plan.

6.2. Child and youth sport

Policy aim – provide the opportunity for each young person to participate in sport, determining the responsibility of the State for the mandatory physical education of children and youths, facilitating the improvement of the proficiency of young talented athletes and ensuring the planning for and utilisation of all types of resources in children’s and young peoples sport.
	Policy results

	Opportunities created for young people to participate in sport; mandatory physical education has been assured for children and youths in all education institutions, as well the improvement of the proficiency of young athletes to the highest level, by involvement in professionally orientated sports education programmes in sports schools, sports clubs, olympic centres, sports gymnasiums and other sporting organisations.


Indicators of results: 

· Number of schoolchildren, who are engaged in sports interest groups in general education institutions; 

· Number of students, who are engaged in sports interest groups in higher education institutions; 

· number of pupils, who are engaged in professionally orientated sports groups in sports education institutions, sports clubs, olympic centres, sports gymnasiums and other organisations; 

· Number of pupils, who are engaged in sports groups in interest education programmes; 

· number of children and youths with elevated physical loadings, who have received health care and medical supervision.

Action direction - 

6.2.1. create opportunities for every young person to participate in an appropriate physical activity, and determining the optimal physical loading;

6.2.2. ensure and increase the number of lessons devoted to sport in educational institutions, which would enable all pupils to become involved in activities, by tailoring the types of physical activities to take into account their state of health, physical development, physical fitness and desires; 

6.2.3. create opportunities for all State and local government institutions and organisations to provide licensed and State supported professionally orientated sports education programmes, in that way raising the quality of sports education and ensuring the opportunities for all children and youths to participate in their chosen sport; 

6.2.4. ensure the health care and medical supervision of the pupils involved in sporting activities in all institutions and organisations;

6.2.5. compile and analyse statistics and information regarding the development of children and youth sports in the State, and the physical development and physical fitness of children and youths;

6.2.6. inform young people of school age regarding healthy (activities involving sports and physical activities) ways to spend their free time;

6.2.7. promote preventative activities with youth in the socially at risk category, encouraging a healthy lifestyle and integration into society;

6.2.8. improve the co-ordination of children and youth sports, establishing a single sports institution, that would unify co-ordination work for children and youth sports between all the institutions and organisations involved in children’s and youth sports;

6.2.9. promote such a regional sports policy, which would be favourable to the growth of proficiency of talented young athletes, creating opportunities to become involved in the acquisition of an integrated education and training instruction where possible closer to their place of residence;

6.2.10. develop the youth sports competition system, establishing State supported youth sports competitions;

6.2.11. ensure the further education and improvement of professional qualifications of sport specialists, who work with children and youths;

6.2.12. ensure support to the material bases of State and local government educational institutions (sports halls, integrated sports fields, sport inventories);


6.2.13. support the publication of sport literature (including translations) and the release of video material; and


6.2.14. ensure the opportunity for a disabled child in an educational institution to participate in a sporting activity suitable to his or her state of health. 

 6.3. High achievement sports

 Policy aim – support talented athletes and national representative teams (in sport games) in their preparation for and starts in the Olympic Games, World and European Championships (finals tournaments in sports games). 
	Policy results

	Latvian athletes and teams competing and gaining high placings in the Olympic Games, World and European Championships.


Indicators of results:

· Number of athletes and sporting teams that participate in European and World Championships;

· achieved high ranking results – places won at European and World Championships, the Olympic Games.

Action direction - 
6.3.1. improve the support system ensuring the qualitative training of top athletes;

6.3.2. ensure support for the health care and medical supervision of top athletes;

6.3.3. ensure information, education and doping control measures for the restriction of doping;

6.3.4. facilitate the raising of trainer qualifications; 

6.3.5. carry out scientific research in order to improve preparation methods for athletes; and

6.3.6. organisationally and financially support the participation of top athletes and teams in the Olympic Games, finals tournaments of World and European Championships and IOC supported World games.

6.4. Sports for the Disabled

Policy aim – to ensure State support in developing sports for the disabled.

	Policy results

	Create opportunities for people with disabilities in conformity with their desires and capabilities to participate in specially adapted sports activities


Indicators of results:

· number of people with disabilities, who are participating in specially adapted sports activities, in different sports ;

· achieved high ranking results in the Paralympic Games, Deaf Olympiad, World and European Championships. 
6.4.1. develop a unified National sports development programme for people with disabilities;

6.4.2. popularise and promote public understanding of people with disabilities;

6.4.3. improve the sports organisation institutional system for people with disabilities;

6.4.4. ensure the health care and medical supervision of athletes with disabilities;
6.4.5. ensure accessibility of sporting facilities to people with disabilities; 

6.4.6. support the international co-operation of Latvian Disabled Sports Federation and the Latvian Paralympic Committee; and

6.4.7. ensure financial support for Latvian athletes and teams participating in the Paralympic Games, Deaf Olympiad, World and European Championships.

7. Assessment of the impact on the State budget

For the realisation of the defined objective of the sports sector guidelines and the implementation of the action directions it is intended to utilise funds that are granted annually by State and local government budgets. It needs to be taken into consideration that a large number of the direction of activities found in this document are also included in other policy planning documents and their specific impact on the State budget has been evaluated.

The realisation of the Sports Policy Guidelines shall be carried out with the participation of the State annual budget; the financial support for 2004. from the Ministry of Education and Science to sport will be 11 118 132 lats, of that 4 517 833 lats will be used to support high class achievement sports. Specific impacts will be measured in the next sports policy document – in the National Sports Development Programme 2005 –2012, that will be developed, taking into account the Sports Policy Guidelines in the sports sector.

In the future, if the National Sports Development Programme for 2005 –2012 is successfully realised, it will promote preventative work with socially at risk children and youths, promoting a healthy life style and integration into society and the State, the sports sector as a whole will develop more successfully and will be competitive with the other Member States of the European Union.

8. Further action

The Ministry of Education and Science shall co-ordinate the implementation and inclusion of these guidelines in the sports sector into the National Sports Development Programme.

The Ministry of Education and Science shall by 1 March 2005 develop and submit to the Cabinet the National Sports Development Programme 2005 - 2012, taking in account these Sports Policy Guidelines.

9. Procedures for submissions and assessments 

The Ministry for Education and Science each year shall prepare a report of the sports sector, as well as an annual informative report regarding the implementation of the National sports programme, which is submitted to the Cabinet by 1 July of the following year.

The National Sports Council shall carry out an evaluation, the result of which shall be recommendations for corrections to the sports policy document and other measures.

The guidelines shall be defined more precisely, in the development of the National Sports Development Programme by 1 March 2005. The provided for National Sports Programme’s up-date cycle : every 3 years – parts of the programme, and every 5 years – the up-dating of parts of the guidelines. 

Annex 1

Definitions of Terms

Sports – all types of individual or organised activities that maintain and improve physical and mental health, as well as achieving success in sporting competitions .

Sports movement – based on a voluntary principle, the participation of all social groups of the population in physical and sporting activities, which are implemented by public sporting organisations that with the assistance of State legislation have been entrusted to put into effect the tasks of State sports policy.
High achievement sports – sports at the national and international competition level, including the training process in order to prepare for them. 

Sports- for- All (peoples sports) – various physical activities for strengthening mental well-being and physical health, ensuring social intercourse and integration, as well as for recreation with the aim of involving all social groups in sport, ensuring the best possible conditions and accessibility to sports activities for them. 
Professional sports – engagement in sport as one’s primary profession, receiving contracted payment for it and the appropriate social guarantees, as well as the necessary guarantees for requalification after the end of one’s sports career or appropriate pension guarantees. 

Physical Education- a specially organised pedagogic process that ensures purposeful physical development and preparedness, and on the transfer of experience accumulated in this field from one generation to the next.

Physical Education system – a historically specified, practically existing and purposefully organised scientific and pedagogic conformity and set of requirements, which ensure the implementation of the physical education process. Principles of the Physical Education system: ideology, theory and methodology, programmes and organisational forms.

The Olympic movement – National Olympic Committees, International sports federations, International Olympic Committee, other interested organisations and the activities of persons who spread the Olympic ideal as a philosophy of life and a way of thought throughout the world.

Olympism – a philosophy of life a and a way of thought, the aim of which is to achieve the accord of mind, body and will on the way to the ideal – a harmonious person in a harmonious society.

Children’s sports – general physical activities for children up to the age of 12. These are mainly games and play, which enable a child to learn about the basics of a variety of sports. The overall general physical fitness of a child is the deciding factor in their participation in a child’s sport activity. Competition is not the main aim of children’s sport, it is a component of play. 

Youth sports – sports activities and competitions for children and youths aged 12 to 25. The principle of overall physical fitness is the basis of both children’s and youth sports Depending upon their desires, interests and talent, youths select their sports for recreation, health or for high achievement. 

Sports for people with Disabilities – adapted physical activities for people with disabilities. Sports for the disabled promotes a disabled person’s confidence in their abilities and is one means of social rehabilitation. 

The health care and medical supervision of athletes – athletes, children and youths with an elevated physical loading have had carried out in-depth, divided in stages, follow-up and regular preventative medical examinations and pedagogic medical observation, as well as sports related illnesses, trauma and physical overloading diagnostics, medical treatment and rehabilitation.

Summary of the Sports Policy Guidelines 2004 – 2009.

The Sports Policy Guidelines 2004 – 2009 (hereinafter – guidelines) have been developed, in order to specify long term objectives and main action directions in the sports section policy, to specify a unified State policy in the field of sport, as well as to develop the National Sports Development Programme 2005 – 2012, organise the planning system in the State, making it more effective and strengthening the link with State budget planning, as well as establishing an effective policy evaluation and reporting system.

The guidelines comprise of the sport policy’s main principles, objective, secondary goals, priorities, desired results and the action directions to achieve them.

The guidelines are based on internationally recognised principles and standards, which are stated in the Sports Law, in the European Sports Charter, European Disability Sports Charter, Sports Code of Ethics, Anti-doping Convention, and other related documents in the sports sector, and conform to the sports and sports training theory principles as recognised in Latvia.

The Sport Policy Guidelines include these secondary goals :

1) Sport-for-All ;

2) Child and youth sports ;

3) High achievement sports ;

4) Sport for the Disabled.

In order to achieve these secondary goals, in the guidelines are specified the following action directions:

1) establish a unified integrated competition system at State level:

2) ensure and increase the number of hours devoted to sports in educational institutions, this would enable all pupils to become involved in activities, by tailoring types of activities that take into account their state of health, physical development and desires;

3) improve the co-ordination of the activities of child and youth sports;

4) realise a long term target programme to construct and modernise school sports facilities and multi-functional sport centres ;

5) develop and specify a selection system and criteria, in order to ensure support for athletes and teams, organisationally and financially support high level athletes and teams that compete in the Olympic Games, final tournaments of World and European Championships; and

6) develop a unified State sports development programme for people with disabilities, ensuring financial support for Latvian athletes and teams participating in the Paralympic Games, Deaf Olympiad, and World and European Championships. 

It needs to be taken into consideration, that a large number of the specified action directions found in this document are also found in other policy planning documents and their specific impact on the State budget has been evaluated. In order to implement the guidelines, the Ministry of Education and Science in 2004 shall spend 11 118 132 lats, in that sum is included 4 517 833 lats for high class achievement sports.
