Regarding Establishment of the State Agency “Latvian Geospatial Information Agency”

1. Until 1 January 2006 the State agency “Latvian Geospatial Information Agency” (hereinafter – Agency) shall be established in accordance with Section 8, Paragraph one of the Public Agencies Law.

2. The Agency shall be the successor to the functions, rights, obligations, property and financial resources of the State Land Service in the field of geodesy and cartography.

3. The Agency shall be a State administrative institution supervised by the Minister for Defence, which has been established in order to implement the State policy in the field of geodesy, cartography and geospatial information.

4. The Agency shall have the following functions: 

4.1. to acquire, process and maintain geographic reference data for civil and military needs;

4.2. to create and develop a joint information system for geographic reference data;

4.3. in compliance with the competence thereof to co-operate with the public, State and local government institutions, the Member States of the North Atlantic Treaty Organisation, the authorities of the European Union, as well as competent international organisations, and to provide geodetic, cartographic and geospatial information to them.

5. Expenditures related to the establishment of the Agency shall be covered from the State budget resources granted to the Ministry of Defence.

6. Until 1 September 2006 the Agency together with the Ministry of Defence shall develop a medium-term strategy for the functioning and development of the Agency.
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
