Regarding the National Sport Development Programme 2006-2012

1. To approve the National Sport Development Programme 2006-2012 (hereinafter – the Programme).

2. To determine the Ministry of Education and Science as the authority responsible for the implementation of the Programme.

3. To implement the Programme in year 2006 within the scope of the funds granted from the State budget. To examine in the Cabinet the issue regarding the granting of additional funds from the State budget for the implementation of the Programme in year 2007 and in the following years concurrently with applications of the budgetary priorities of all ministries, in preparing a draft of the State budget for the current year.

4. The Ministry of Education and Science shall prepare and submit to the Cabinet the following informative reports regarding the implementation of the programme and the assessment thereof in accordance with the procedures specified:

4.1. an intermediate informative report – by 1 July 2009;

4.2.  a final informative report – by 31 December 2012.

Summary of the National Sport Development Programme

2006-2012

In order to implement the Sport Policy Guidelines 2004-2009 (approved in accordance with Cabinet Order No. 632 of 15 September 2004 (hereinafter – the Guidelines), the National Sport Development Programme 2006-2012 (hereinafter – the Programme) has been developed. The Programme has been developed for the time period up to year 2012, taking into account the Olympic cycle (four years).

The Programme has been developed on the basis of:

· Order No. 123 of the Ministry of Education and Science of 21 February 2005, On Establishment of a Working Group for the Development of the National Sport Development Programme 2006-2012; 

· consultations with non-governmental sports organisations, representatives of the State and local governments; 

· the public discussion at the Sports Forum on 29 September 2005, which was organised by the Latvian Olympic Committee and the Sports Federations Council of Latvia; 

· the public discussion at the Riga Sport Active Conference on 12 January 2006; and 

· the public discussion at the 5th Latvian Sport Congress on 21 January 2006 where this Programme was accepted and the invitation for the support of the Programme was accepted. 

Nature of the Issue to be Resolved

The aim of the Programme shall be to create conditions for the formation of a healthy, physically and mentally developed personality.

The aim of the Programme shall be achieved by implementing four sub-aims:

1) to ensure that each person would have the opportunities to participate in sport (sport for all);

2) to ensure that each child and youth might go in for sport, by specifying the State liability for the physical education of children and youth, promoting the development of skills of young athletes and ensuring the planning and utilisation of all types of resources for children and youth sport (children and youth sport);

3) to ensure that talented athletes and national teams (also sports teams) might prepare and participate in the Olympic Games, world and European championships (sports elimination tournaments and final tournaments (elite sport); and

4) to ensure that disabled persons could go in for sport according to their wishes and abilities to get involved in adjusted sporting activities (sport for disabled persons).

Solutions Proposed

The Programme contains measures for the implementation of action directions specified in the Guidelines.

All tasks to be performed are contained in five sections:

1. Children and youth sport.

2. Elite sport.

3. Sport for all.

4. Sport for disabled persons.

5. Sports facilities.

The following shall be required for successful achievement of the aim of the Programme:

· comprehensive support on the level of the State, administrative authorities, local governments, non-governmental sport organisations and the whole society; 

· sufficient financial resources for the introduction of the Programme and the individual sections thereof; 

· co-ordination, management, monitoring and evaluation of the implementation of the Programme; 

· precisely defined action plans corresponding to priority action directions for all bodies involved in the implementation thereof; 

· sufficient provision of human resources both in the sense of number and preparedness; and 

· establishment of an indicator system for the evaluation, analysis and forecast of the situation of the Programme results in a short and long period of time. 

In implementing the co-ordinated co-operation of involved organisations in the implementation of measures and tasks provided for in the Programme, as well as in receiving sustained financing for the implementation thereof, it is possible to successfully achieve the aims and sub-aims indicated in the Programme.

The Ministry of Education and Science shall be responsible for the establishment of the sport policy and the implementation of the Programme. The Programme shall be implemented through the co-operation of the Ministry of Education and Science with State authorities, local governments and non-governmental organisations.

Additional Financing Necessary for the Implementation of a Policy Document and the Intended Sources of Financing

The following additional financing in lats shall be necessary for the achievement of aims and the implementation of the tasks of the Programme (beginning with year 2007, financing (in lats) shall be reflected, which is necessary additionally to the financing granted in the preceding year):
