Adopted 11 January 2012
Regarding State Action Plan for the Elimination of Consequences of Civil Aviation Accidents
1. To approve the State action plan for the elimination of the consequences of civil aviation accidents (hereinafter – plan).
2. Institutions responsible for the implementation of the measures of the plan, institutions involved and principles for the co-operation of the institutions shall be determined in the plan.
3. The conditions referred to in Paragraphs 2, 6, 9, 10 and 11 of the plan shall be applicable only to an aircraft having suffered in an aviation accident and used for commercial purposes.
4. The State agency “Civil Aviation Agency” shall, at least once a year within the scope of the budget resources thereof, organise theoretical training and at least once within two years practical training for the examination of readiness for the implementation of measures determined in the plan.
5. For the first time the theoretical training determined in Paragraph 4 of this Order shall be organised until 1 June 2012 , but practical training – until 1 June 2013.
6. The institutions financed from the State budget shall implement the training measures provided for in the Order within the scope of funds from the State budget granted thereto. In case of an aviation accident the ministry responsible for the elimination of the consequences shall prepare and in accordance with the procedure determined in regulatory enactments submit a Draft Order regarding granting of the financing from the State budget programme “Funds for Unforeseen Events” for the examination to the Cabinet.

	CAA shall, not later than within four hours after the aviation accident, establish Aviation Accident Information Centre (hereinafter – AAIC) in the composition of which representatives of the following institutions are delegated in compliance with the necessity: ARCC, MRCC, SFRS, EMAS, SP, SBG, NAF, MoFA, MoI, MoT, airport. The Director of CAA shall manage the operation of the Aviation Accident Information Centre. The Director of CAA may invite also experts of other institutions to participate in AAIC.
