On Regulations Regarding Registration of Electronic Communications Merchants and List of Electronic Communications Networks and Services
In accordance with the coming into force of Section 17, Paragraph one of the Administrative Procedure Law and on the basis of Section 9, Paragraph two of the Law On Regulators of Public Utilities, Section 8, Paragraph two and Section 32, Paragraph one and Section 33, Paragraph one of the Electronic Communications Law,

the Commission has decided to:

 

1. Approve Regulations On Registration of Merchants of Electronic Communications and List of Electronic Communications Network and Services (in Annex).

 

2. Determine that the Regulations approved in Paragraph 1 of this Decision shall come into force on 1 January 2009.

 

3. Determine that with the coming into force of the Regulations approved in Paragraph 1 of this Decision, Regulations Regarding the Sending of Registration Notifications of Electronic Communications Merchants, approved with Decision No. 38 of 16 February 2003 by the Public Utilities Commission and Regulations on List of Electronic Communications Networks and Electronic Communications Services, approved with Decision No. 23 of 26 January 2005 by the Public Utilities Commission are repealed.

Regulations Regarding Registration of Electronic Communications Merchants and List of Electronic Communications Networks and Services
 

Issued pursuant to Section 32, Paragraph one and
Section 33, Paragraph one

of the Electronic Communications Law 

I. General Provisions

1. These Regulations determine the list of those electronic communications networks and electronic communications services, before the ensuring and provision of which the merchant shall send a registration notification to the Regulator, and procedures by which a merchant shall send a registration notification or notification regarding termination of operation as an electronic communications merchant.

 

2. The following terms shall be used in these Regulations:

2.1. voice telephony international roaming service – voice telephony service in the public mobile electronic communications network, which provides a possibility to make and receive calls for a user via mobile terminal equipment with a subscriber identification module card (hereinafter – SIM card), while he or she is outside the country in which the SIM card has been registered;

2.2. transmission service of data and electronic messages – public electronic communications service which ensures signal transmission or routing in the public electronic communications network and in which Internet access, voice telephony, distribution services of radio or television programmes are not included;

2.3. international roaming service of data and electronic messages – transmission service of data and electronic messages in the public mobile electronic communications network, which ensures the possibility for users of this service to receive and transmit data and electronic messages, using mobile terminal equipment with a SIM card while the user is outside the country in which this SIM card has been registered;

2.4. access to electronic communications basic network – a service provided to another operator which in accordance with certain conditions ensures the access to transmission switching, routing and multiplexing equipment of an electronic communications basic network;

2.5. access to electronic communications access network – a service provided to another electronic communications merchant, which in accordance with certain conditions ensures the access to elements of an electronic communications network, providing the signal transmission between connection point of electronic communications and exchange cross or equivalent equipment;

2.6. access to related equipment – a service provided to another electronic communications merchant which ensures the access to equipment and accessories, which is connected with the electronic communications network or electronic communications service;

2.7. broadband Internet access service – public Internet access service with the speed of data upload and download between connection point of electronic communications network and Internet exchange point of Latvia of not less than 144 kilobytes per second (hereinafter – kb/s);

2.8. public fixed electronic communications network – public electronic communications network, in which the connection point is located at a fixed place;

2.9. public Internet access service – public electronic communications service ensuring access to national and international Internet resources;

2.10. public mobile electronic communications network – a public electronic communications network with a mobile connection point;

2.11. public payphone service – electronic communications service, which for a charge (for example, with coins, a prepaid card, credit card, etc.) is ensured by an electronic communications merchant using electronic communications terminals installed in public places;

2.12. distribution service of radio or television programmes in public electronic communications networks – public electronic communications service which ensures users with the option of access to radio or television programmes using a public electronic communications network;

2.13. radio communications (radio trunking) service – electronic communications service for restricted user group, where the common use of radio frequencies channels is used for voice and data transmission and where the signal transmission and receipt is mainly performed in simplex mode and the method specified in the recommendation ITU-T E.164 of the International Telecommunication Union is not used for the identification of terminal equipment;

2.14. interconnection service – electronic communications service provided for another electronic communications merchant which ensures interconnection of public electronic communications networks of different electronic communications merchants;

2.15. narrowband Internet access service – public Internet access service with the speed of data upload and download between connection point of electronic communications network and Internet exchange point of Latvia of up to 144 kb/s.

II. List of Electronic Communications Networks and Services

3. The list of electronic communications networks before the provision of which the merchant shall send a registration notification to the Regulator:

3.1. provision of fixed electronic communications network; and

3.2. provision of mobile electronic communications network.

 

4. The list of electronic communications services before the commencement of provision of which the merchant shall send a registration notification to the Regulator:

4.1. voice telephony services;

4.1.1. inland or local voice telephony service in a fixed electronic communications network, 

4.1.2. inland or local voice telephony service in a mobile electronic communications network, 

4.1.3. international voice telephony service in a fixed electronic communications network,

4.1.4. international voice telephony service in a mobile electronic communications network,

4.1.5. voice telephony international roaming service,

4.1.6. radio communications (radio trunking) service;

4.2. public payphone service;

4.3. public data and electronic message service:

4.3.1. transmission service of data and electronic messages in a fixed electronic communications network,

4.3.2. transmission service of data and electronic messages in a mobile electronic communications network,

4.3.3. international roaming service of data and electronic messages;

4.4. leased line services;

4.5. public Internet access service:

4.5.1. narrowband Internet access service in a fixed electronic communications network,

4.5.2. narrowband Internet access service in a mobile electronic communications network,

4.5.3. broadband Internet access service in a fixed electronic communications network,

4.5.4. broadband Internet access service in a mobile electronic communications network,

4.6. distribution service of radio or television programmes in public electronic communications network:

4.6.1. distribution service of radio or television programmes in a fixed electronic communications network,

4.6.2. distribution service of radio or television programmes in a mobile electronic communications network;

4.7. access services:

4.7.1. access to an electronic communications basic network,

4.7.2. access to an electronic communications access network,

4.7.3. access to related devices;

4.8. interconnection services.

III. Sending a Notification

5. A merchant has the right to commence the ensuring of an electronic communications network or provision of the electronic communications services specified in Paragraphs 3 and 4 of these Regulations, if he or she has sent the Regulator a registration notification of a merchant (Annex 1).

 

6. If an electronic communication merchant discontinues to provide an electronic communications network and provision of electronic communications services altogether, he or she shall send a notification regarding termination of operation as an electronic communications merchant (Annex 2).

 

7. The Regulator is entitled to request a merchant to clarify the information included in a merchant registration notification and in a notification regarding termination of operation as an electronic communications merchant.

 

8. An electronic communications merchant has the right to receive at the Regulator a certificate of registration of an electronic communications merchant (Annex 3) attesting to the registration of an electronic communications merchant in the list of electronic communications merchants.

 

9. The Regulator on its web site – www.sprk.gov.lv shall maintain and renew the list of electronic communications merchants, indicating the last date of renewal of the list of electronic communications merchants.
