Procedures by which an application regarding foreign artistic amateur groups shall be submitted and by which they may participate in XXVI Latvian Nationwide Song and XVI Dance Celebration
I. General Information
1. This by-law prescribes the procedures by which an application regarding foreign artistic amateur groups shall be submitted and by which they may participate in XXVI Latvian Nationwide Song and XVI Dance Celebration (hereinafter – the Celebration) that will take place in Riga, Latvia from 30 June until 8 July 2018.
2. On the basis of Section 7, Paragraph six of the Song and Dance Celebration Law, the Celebration organiser shall be the Latvian National Centre for Culture (hereinafter – the Celebration organiser), address: Pils laukums 4, Riga, Latvia, LV-1365, e-mail: lnkc@lnkc.gov.lv.
II. Application Procedures
3. A local government of Latvia or other legal person registered in Latvia (hereinafter – the Applicant) may submit an application regarding a foreign artistic amateur group (hereinafter – the foreign group) to the Celebration organiser if it ensures stay of the foreign group in Latvia during the Celebration.
4. The foreign group (choir, folk dance group, folkloric or folk music group, brass band, folk applied art and craft studio or a master of traditional crafts, amateur theatre
) may apply for participation in the Celebration in accordance with the following conditions:
4.1. it has received a written invitation from a local government of Latvia or legal person registered in Latvia;
4.2. it complies with the artistic level of the amateur group defined in the Celebration programmes.
5. The Applicant shall, until 1 December 2017, submit the following to the Celebration organiser electronically by signing with an electronic signature, informing electronically and sending the original documents by mail, or in person:
5.1. the application (Annex 1);
5.2. the description of artistic activities of the foreign group (up to 1,800 characters);
5.3. 10-15 minutes long programme of the foreign group intended for the assessment of artistic quality and conformity in audio or video format, or by providing the link to the website www.youtube.com.
6. The Celebration organiser is entitled to request additional information from the Applicant.
III. Procedures for Examination and Approval of the Application
7. The Celebration organiser shall, within one month, examine the received application, take a final decision – to approve or refuse participation of the foreign group in the Celebration and electronically inform the relevant Applicant.
8. If the Celebration organiser approves participation of the foreign group in the Celebration, the Applicant shall, within one month, submit the following to the Celebration organiser in the form indicated in Paragraph 5:
8.1. the description of the artistic programme of the foreign group intended for the Celebration (in the length up to 20 minutes);
8.2. specific instructions for ensuring of the performance, for example composition of musical instruments;
8.3. two photographs of the foreign group in a digital format with a good resolution;
8.4. the list of the members of the foreign group (with the given name, surname).
9. The Celebration organiser shall, within a month from the day of receipt of information laid down in Paragraph 8 of this By-law, approve the artistic programme of the foreign group and electronically inform the relevant Applicant.
10. The status of a visitor shall be granted to participants of the foreign group, they shall be provided with identification cards “Visitor” and information related to the occurrence of the Celebration, and also the place and time of the particular performance.
IV. Provisions for Participation
11. The foreign group may participate in the Festive parade and other Celebration events specified by the Celebration organiser.
12. In the Festive parade:
12.1. the foreign group shall participate together with the Applicant;
12.2. participants of the foreign group shall wear traditional costume, if not any – a concert costume or uniform is permissible;
12.3. the foreign group has a possibility to bear the flag of the relevant country, and also the flag of the foreign group, if it ensures it itself.
V. Closing Provisions
13. The Celebration organiser shall technically ensure implementation of the artistic programme of the foreign group at the place and time of the Celebration event approved by it.
14. The Celebration organiser shall not cover expenditure for transport, insurance, visas and other expenditure which are related with stay of the foreign group in Latvia.
15. The Celebration organiser may ensure for the foreign group a support of a volunteer employee of the Celebration at the place of the Celebration occurrence.
